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Change in Prescription Drug Plan

The following is an abbreviated version of text that appears on the website of Pharmacare, the administrator of the World Bank Group prescription drug plan.  Effective July 1, 2006, the World Bank prescription drug plan will implement a 3- Tier Formulary known as Preferred Choice. Depending upon the medication(s) that you may currently be taking, this change may or may not affect you.  

The PharmaCare Preferred Choice 3-Tier Formulary Drug List includes brand name and generic drugs approved by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) as safe and effective.  Formulary drugs are less costly than Non-Formulary drugs. When your doctor prescribes a Formulary prescription drug, you will pay a lower coinsurance. If your doctor prescribes a Non-Formulary prescription drug, you will pay a higher coinsurance.   Each Non-Formulary Brand Name drug has at least one Formulary alternative, either a Generic or Preferred Brand Name.
A copy of the 3-Tier Formulary Drug List was mailed to all retirees last month. A copy of the list is also available at pharmacare.com/members/worldbank. Please take this list with you when you visit your doctor so he/she can refer to it when prescribing medications for you and your eligible family members.
