Fortunately, these names were rejected in favor of the more meaningful and elegant one,"1818 Society", proposed by a thoughtful senior manager in HR, with 2020 vision, who foresaw the Bank's address would never change! Thanks to a group of enterprising retirees and  Bank staff, the  Society actually became operational on November 15th 1978, much sooner than usual for  Bank projects, augering well for its future.The articles of incorporation of the 1818 Society were signed on March 28th 1979 and the First Annual Meeting held on October 19,1979. Thus our Society would celebrate its Thirtieth Anniversary in October this year.

In the last Bulletin, your ideas were sought on a special publication to mark the Thirtieth anniversary of the Society. We will exchange of ideas on this at our next management committee meeting. The objective is to produce a lively, well illustrated compilation of reminiscences/vignettes/small stories/doggerel and poems by Bank alumni and their spouses about memorable events or people in their experience with the institution.  And, opportunity will be taken to raise money from advertisments for expanding 1818 activities, including those of our growing number of dynamic Chapters.  I am delighted to inform you that Tom Blinkhorn has agreed to provide leadership on this activity in partnership with Zafar Ahmed. A small team is being established to support them on this venture and work on its multiple facets, including mobilizing advertisments. They would be turning to you, with your flair for telling and writing stories about the Bank, for contributions in the form of material for publication, so please jog your memory and sharpen your pencils and open your laptops!

Our Country Chapters have consistently shown a lot of dynamism, with the ANZ and British Chapters in the news in recent weeks. Expanding our activities at the country/city level is something that deserves our full encouragement. Chapters have raised certain taxation issues and Carlos Escudero, our newly elected Director, besides advising us on legal matters, will also coordinate our work on taxation issues. There has been considerable activity in our Pension and Medical Insurance groups coordinated by Khalid Siraj and Kabir Ahmed. Interaction with their Bank counterparts has been constructive and substantive. Alex Keyserlingk has been making sure that the benefits of IT are exploited by the Society and the website and communication modalities are progressing well. Your continuing feedback to him on your needs and how to maintain the right balance between paper and electronic forms are most welcome. RALC, led by Sandra Hadler and Hazel Denton, is planning an "Aging in Place" event in November, responding to member demand and this promises to be as exciting an event as previous RALC events have been. Volunteers for the event would be most welcome. The list of Director/Officers/Chapter Chairs and their main tasks along with email addresses is listed elsewhere in the Bulletin and we welcome your ideas and suggestions to them so that we can step up our activities to respond to your needs.

MIP Questions to Ponder
Few of us are well prepared for sudden medical emergencies.  Preparation before you or a loved one faces a serious illness can help ease some of the strain.   Sample questions that have earlier been addressed to the Bank’s Medical Insurance Office may help you start these difficult discussions with those who need to know.    

· My husband has been in the hospital and will need care when he is discharged.  Does the RMIP cover Nursing care?

Yes.    The RMIP offers coverage of up to 60 days per calendar year in a Skilled Nursing Facility (e.g., a Rehabilitation Center) such as care needed after a hip or leg is broken.   The RMIP also offers coverage of up to 120 days per calendar year for a Visiting Nurse or Home Health Aide.    Private Duty Nursing is provided as is determined to be medically necessary by the insurance administrator.    
What the RMIP does NOT cover is Long Term Care, or Custodial care.  This care does not require medical training and is not for medical care but for those who need assistance with bathing, dressing, toileting, and other basic needs.  Long Term Care may be offered at home or in a nursing home.  See more about Long Term Care below.   

· What if I need a Nursing Home?  Do I need Long Term Care (LTC) coverage?

Only you, your family, and your financial planner can truly answer that question based on the particular financial resources available to you.  Nursing home care is expensive in the United States, and a person can live quite a long time in a debilitated state, taking a physical, emotional, and financial toll on the family.   There are State Medicaid benefits for the aging and for nursing homes.  Be sure to review what is available in your state and make plans accordingly.   The website, www.hhs.gov/aging, is a good place to start on this subject and other resources on aging.    If you decide that Long Term Care insurance is important to your financial planning, remember that this coverage usually requires medical underwriting (review before approval), and the older you are when you apply, the higher the premiums.  You will not be able to get Long Term Care insurance after it has been determined that you need this type of care.  The World Bank has a referral relationship with Metlife (1-800-438-6388) if you are interested in this type of coverage, but we also recommend that you review LTC benefits that are available through other sources such as AARP (website, www.aarp.com).  AARP is the largest lobby in the US and represents the interests of those who have reached age 50 and older.  

· What is Hospice?  When does a person become eligible?  

Hospice is assistance with end of life care after a physician has determined life expectancy is six months or less.  Once a patient has been admitted to Hospice care, benefits include patient and family needs.  Please see Section 5.07 in your Summary Plan Description for more details on all the coverage available or call your insurance administrator.  

· I have a Retiree Group Term Life Insurance policy with the World Bank and want to update my beneficiary/ies.

You may change a beneficiary designation at any time for the Retiree Group Term Life policy by completing a new form and returning it to the HR Service Center.  Please do not call HR to find out who you originally designated as they are not allowed to divulge this information over the phone. If you cannot remember who you designated, it’s probably time to update the designation, particularly if you have divorced, married, or added dependent children since you retired.   Note:  It is not advisable to name children under the age of 18 as beneficiaries as they cannot accept the funds until they are 18.   
To download a beneficiary designation form from the retiree website, type  www.worldbank.org/humanresources,  select Pension and Benefits, then Retiree Life Insurance, then select Forms from the left side box, then Life Insurance, then Beneficiary 1603b for HQ.    If you do not have access to a computer, call 202-473-2222 to request a form.  

Please note that Prudential (the Bank’s Retiree Life Insurance Company) will ONLY accept the most recent beneficiary statement on file at the World Bank.  Prudential will not accept a beneficiary designation that was not on file at the World Bank.   

· What is an Accelerated Life Benefit?  

If you have coverage under the World Bank Retiree Group Term policy, and a physician has determined that you have less than 12 months life expectancy, you may apply for an Accelerated Life Benefit.  There are restrictions on eligibility for this benefit, but if approved, Prudential Life will pay up to 50% of the current policy benefit to help you put your financial affairs in order.  
· What is a Durable Power of Attorney?

This is a legal document stating who will take care of your financial and legal matters in the event that you are unable to understand or sign for yourself.  It does not cover medical decisions.  Consult an attorney for more information to ensure your Durable Power of Attorney is valid. 

· Do I need a Living Will if I have a Durable Power of Attorney?  

A Living Will is your document stating how much or how little medical intervention you want in the event you are unable to make medical decisions for yourself.  It may be referred to by a different term in your state, such as Medical Directive, but this document is specifically for medical decisions.   You may be able to get the form from your doctor, local hospital, social services, or a nursing home.  

Each state also has different recommendations on where to keep this document.  In DC, paramedics are supposed to look for it in a bottle in the refrigerator, in Idaho a small card is taped onto the outside of the refrigerator.    Remember too, to tell the person or persons who will be in charge of your medical directive and provide them a copy of the document.  
Your Durable Power of Attorney and your Medical Directive contact/s do not have to be the same person/s.

 He was elected by the General Assembly of the UN to serve a 3-year term as a Judge of the UN Administrative Tribunal and was appointed to serve a three-year term as a judge of the Commonwealth Secretariat Tribunal.  He also delivered two keynote lectures late last year, at conferences on international organizations held in Brussels, Belgium, and Leiden, the Netherlands.
