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28thAnnual Meeting. 

The Annual Meeting and Dinner of The 1818 Society was held on October 11, 2006.  Adrienne Nassau chaired the business meeting with aplomb, including concluding it within one minute of the allotted time. 

After adopting the proposed agenda and approving the minutes of the last meeting, the chair recognized retirees who had been especially active in the affairs of The Society during the past year.  These included: J. Blaxall, A. Bracher, R. Chopra, H. Denton, S. Eccles, C. Fogle, H. Goris, F. Hall, R. Halperin, C. Jones, D. Jones, J. Kendall, A. Keyserlingk, H. Levy, E. Meigher, K. Nordlander, D. Ritchie, S. Sigurdsson, J. Shivakumar, M. Takahashi, Y. Abe, A. Vaughn, G. Votav and C. Ziegler. 

The Treasurer noted that the accounts of The Society had been audited during the year.  Assets at the end of the year were about US$59,000.  The one-time fee for new members to join The Society had been raised during the year from US$10 to US$30. 

The Bank’s Chief of Security explained the rationale for the new security measures, which were introduced last September as announced earlier.   He cited specific terrorism threats, theft, people living in the Bank, and a large number of ID cards in circulation.

Stephen Eccles informed the meeting that the Pension Fund is in excellent shape, thanks in large degree to the quality of the investment and analytical work of Bank staff who work on the Pension Fund.  Mr. Eccles’ introduction was followed by a presentation of the Bank’s management team on pension finance.  The contents of this presentation were recently sent to all retirees in a booklet, entitled “Staff Retirement Plan, 2005 Annual Report”.

Eva Meigher and Bank staff explained changes that occurred in the plan during the year and how cases are handles and settled. 
A few but significant Medical Insurance issues were raised at the podium and from the floor.  There was in particular a broad-based unease among participants about how doctors are paid and retained under Aetna’s PPO system.   John Kendall also noted that some retirees residing in Germany had complained that some of their benefits were less than those of US-based retirees.
Proposals to change three bylaws of The Society were unanimously approved.  The first better aligns the wording with what The Society does.  The second reduces the eligibility period of potential Society members from ten to five years in the Bank Group.  The third change increases the number of directors to nine.

The recommendations of the Nominating Committee were unanimously approved.  Ram Chopra and Ricardo Halperin did not wish to be re-elected.  Charles Ziegler’s term was extended for another two years.  Four new directors were elected for two years:  Uma Lele, Jean-Yves Maillat, Shawki Barghouti and Constance Morris Hope.

From the Editor.

I became a grandfather on October 23, 2006.  I have no plans to turn this column into an account of personal events, but please bear with me this once.  My daughter’s firstborn, Elvar Sebastian, born in Manassas, was at birth a strapping lad of nine pounds and twenty-two inches.  He also had severe breathing problems because of excessive liquid in his lungs.  Shortly after birth, he was transferred to the neonatal intensive care unit at Georgetown University Hospital.  To maintain his blood oxygen level at 100 percent at all times, he received near-pure oxygen for several days; to decrease his pulmonary pressure he received doses of nitric oxide.  I counted a battery of some eight other infusions that he received intravenously.

After a few dicey days with irregular progress, Elvar started showing steady signs of improvement.  After a week, he became stressed over the breathing and feeding tubes.  As the doctors discussed the pros and cons of maintaining the tubes, Elvar took matters into his own hands on his eighth day and pulled them out.  By then his lungs had cleared; he was off nitric oxide; and he received air that was only slightly enriched with oxygen. 
He arrived in good health at his parents’ home on Nov. 9, 2006.
