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Dear Members,

Many of us have been distressed by recent reports in the press about the involvement of the Bank's President in negotiating compensation to a personal friend in connection with her secondment.  Indeed, a number of members have contacted the Society on this matter.  The controversy has now expanded to include other management and policy decisions taken by Mr. Wolfowitz and senior staff appointed by him.

The Staff Association, former senior officials, and others have written separate letters to the Executive Directors stating their concerns, and indicating that Mr. Wolfowitz's presidency should be quickly brought to an end.

The 1818 Society's Board and Officers have considered whether to write a letter on behalf of the membership.  All of us are saddened by the controversy, and its implications for the Bank's reputation and ability to raise funds to serve the poorest countries.  We hope that the matter can be brought quickly to a conclusion.  But most have noted that commenting on the current management of the Bank is outside the Society's role. 
In addition, we have no practical way to rapidly ascertain the views of the membership at large. Therefore, we have decided not to write to the Executive Directors on behalf of the Society.

However, we assume that individual members, or groups of former staff, will continue to express their views on these developments.  Indeed, letters to the editor from several former staff members have already been published in newspapers such as the Financial Times.  Those wishing to write to the Executive Directors may do so by writing to their own director with a copy to Eckhard Karl Deutscher, the Executive Director from Germany and Dean of the Bank's Board.

From the Editor.

Fellow retiree Marie Linahan passed away at age 102 on April 4, 2007.  Marie witnessed at close quarters the formative early years of the Bank.  She was also one of the founders of The 1818 Society.  She became the first Secretary of the Society, and was one of its first Directors from 1978 to 1983. 
Marie Linahan was born in 1905, in Binghamton, New York, where she lived until she moved to New York City in 1928 to work as a stenographer in a Wall Street law firm.

 World Bank in 1947 as a secretary to its president, John J. McCloy.
During this period she once acted as a secret go-between between   McCloy and President
Harry Truman 
regarding a matter involving the German banking system.  Upon delivering a letter to President Truman, she was ushered into a face to face meeting with President Truman where he emphasized the need for confidentiality.  She also recalled the Saturday morning in 1949 when she was working, and U.S. President Harry S. Truman called Mr. McCloy and asked him to come to the White House.  When Mr. McCloy returned to the office he dictated a memorandum regarding the meeting and his acceptance of President Truman’s offer of the job of U.S. High Commissioner in Germany. 

After McCloy’s departure, Mary became a secretary to the World Bank’s second president, Eugene R. Black, and remained so until Mr. Black retired in 1962.  She accompanied Mr. Black on a number of official trips, including one around the world in 1952; to East Africa and Cairo in 1958; and to West Africa and North Africa in 1960.

She also worked in the Office of the Bank’s third president, George D. Woods, until her retirement in 1970.

After retirement in 1970, she worked for Joint Conferences as a Social Assistant, as an Administrative Assistant for IFC, and on the establishment of The 1818 Society.

We salute her for her contributions to the Society.

ATM Access Update.  All BFSFCU members with World Bank Group retiree identification badges now have 24-hour access to the Credit Union’s ATM outside its IFC Branch. ID Theft Protection.  Identity theft and account fraud can occur when someone steals your personal information.  The more you understand how these crimes can occur, the better you'll be able to protect yourself.  Here are some tips.
1.  Choose creative passwords.  Be creative in the use of letters, numbers, and symbols for your passwords.  Avoid using birth dates, part of your Social Security Number or driver’s license number, address, or children’s or spouse’s names. Don’t carry password information with you. 

2.  Secure your mail.  Empty your mailbox regularly or get a PO Box, so criminals can’t steal your mail.  Have your account statements delivered to you electronically and avoid having your statements sit in your mailbox.  Don’t place outgoing payments in your home mailbox for pickup, offering thieves opportunities to steal your account information and your signature.    

3. Safeguard your Social Security number.  Avoid carrying your social security card with you, or any other card that may have this number, like a health insurance card.  Don’t put your social security number on your checks or use your number as your driver’s license number.  This gives thieves access to exactly what they need to access your credit report and account information.

4. Don't leave a paper trail. Never leave ATM, credit card or gas station receipts behind.  Destroy or shred sensitive documents, credit card offers, or paid bills before throwing them away.

5. Safeguard personal information. Avoid giving out Social Security or driver’s licenses.  Ask those who require your Social Security number what their privacy policy is, and whether the sharing of this information with others can be prevented. 

6.
Monitor your credit report.  Obtain and review your credit report (now available for free at AnnualCreditReport.com or by calling 877-322-8228) at least once a year to look for suspicious activity.  Alert your financial institution immediately of any anomalies.

“The 2007 Hunger March Re-enactment”.  After retirement from the Bank, Society member, Anthony van Vugt, took up sailing, writing and web design. That combination resulted in the publication of a trilogy that spans three continents and more than sixty years, including the Dutch “Hunger March”.  Tony, then eleven, his little sister, then six and their mother participated in that event during the Hunger Winter of 1944-45.
Tony van Vugt’s writing led to a decision to re-enact the “Hunger March” in August this year. The event, “The 2007 Hunger March Re-enactment”, is assisted by Frans Soeters, of Eventico a Dutch event management bureau. The organization’s website is at www.hongertocht.org.  It invites those interested in partaking in the re-enactment. It describes methods for participation; provides information about historic Hattem, where all participants will congregate on August 11-12, 2007; and contains a registration form.
The highlight of the re-enactment is a seven-day hike to Hattem that starts on Saturday, August 4, 2007 in Rotterdam. The route is described on the website.  It is possible to participate for shorter periods by bicycle, car or bus.  The website also describes the historical reasons for the March; contains stories written by surviving original participants; and has addresses in the Netherlands and in the USA where additional information may be obtained.
Peace-March Across the Alps

A fellow retiree, Ernst Löschner sends us the following story, which is available in detail on the website of his organization, www.alpinepeacecrossing.org.

In 1947, 5,000 Jewish “Displaced Persons“ fled across the Austrian Alps (Krimmler Tauern-pass) to South Tyrol (Italy) and from there to Palestine. The crossing lasted about ten hours.  To preserve the memory of this historic event, Mr. Löschner is organizing a spiritual ceremony in Krimml on June 28 and a memorial crossing on June 29, 2007.

The event has the support of State Presidents Heinz Fischer (Austria), Giorgio Napolitano (Italy), and the UN High Commissioner for Refugees Antonio Guterres.  There is also a partnership with the National Park Hohe Tauern Salzburg.  Mr. Löschner notes that his bank, BNP Paribas, has provided the financial means to arrange the program.

The 7 – 8 hour crossing of the Krimmler Tauern, replicating the original crossing, is dedicated to all the world’s refugees who have been forced to leave their homes.

The program is thus in essence a peace project.  Mr. Löschner would be grateful if you would support and sign their peace appeal and forward this announcement to
 those important to you.  Mr. Löschner would also be very pleased if you could participate in the June 28-29 program, especially the memorial crossing.
