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GRANT WINNERS OF CIVIL SOCIETY FUND OF THE WORLD BANK 2010
Eight projects developed by the Belarusian civil society organizations have been announced grant winners of Civil Society Fund of the World Bank in 2010 and will receive grants up to US$ 8 thousand for the implementation of their ideas.  

Grant winners include:  

· The Project «Improvement of solid waste management system at the district level» proposed by Belarusian Association for Environmental Management. It is expected that the project will help solve the problem of disposal of municipal solid waste in the area Vileyka.

· The Project «Studio "The future by children's hands», proposed by the Gomel association of children and young people, aims to increase knowledge in the field of economy, natural resources, energy conservation and renewable energy among children in Gomel and Gomel region. 
· The Project «Learning together energy and resource conservation», developed by the Fund for Support of Social and Economic Reforms intended for implementation in Vitebsk.

· The Project «Energy - the path to the future», proposed by the Trade union organization of students of the Academy of Public Administration under the Aegis of the President. 
· The Project «Improvement of emotional state of siblings through games and art therapy with the use of waste and scrap materials, developed by a Charitable public association “Belarusian Children's Hospice” will involve brothers and sisters of children with special development, parents and professionals. 
· The Project «Chausy: reasonable approach to the problem of waste» developed by the Mogilev city Public Environmental Information Association “ENDO”.
· The Project « Solution of the disposing problem of municipal solid waste involving students in rural Beshenkovichi area, Vitesk Region» proposed by the Public Association Ecomir Fund.
· The Project “City initiative to reduce dependence on cars “Clean road”, developed by Belarusian Association of Experts and Surveyors on Transport. 
Civil Society Development Fund of the World Bank supports activities aimed at dissemination of information intended to enhance the rights and opportunities of vulnerable groups, involvement of all stakeholders in addressing local development concerns, establishment of closer partnerships of the key players of development process such as government agencies, civil society organizations, multilateral and bilateral institutions and private sector.

45 project applications proposing solutions of local problems with active involvement of communities have been submitted in 2009 to the contest supported by Civil Society Fund of the World Bank. The Annual Program of Civil Society Fund (former Small Grants Program) for non-governmental associations has been implemented in Belarus since 1999. 
68 projects worth of about US$420 thousand have been supported during this period. 
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
