In Pakistan, access to financing is at low levels, though 
expanding quickly. Half of Pakistani adults, mostly women, 
do not engage in the financial system at all. The formal 
microfinance sector reaches less than 2 percent of the poor. 
Yet micro and small business, together with remittances, play 
a central role in family economic inclusion and escaping the 
poverty trap. 
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
