1. Taxation

Reduction of oil tax includes:

· Create an oil well in Cambodia

· Stop illegal smuggling of petrol into Cambodia

· Lower oil tax

· Replace petrol with gas

· Create electricity based solar energy

· Making a new law can help facilitate the oil taxation

· Build relations with oil producing countries so that they can help

· Facilitate oil taxation

· Reduce oil tax to make it consistent with the people's living conditions

· Ask for international assistance to facilitate the oil taxation  

· High oil price

· Lower family income

· Materials and consumption goods are more expensive

· High cost of living, water and electricity and the economy regresses. 

2. Corruption

· We all must be clean.

· Severely prosecute those who practise corruption.

Ex. Corruption occurred at schools, institutions, NGOs

· The law must be fully enforced. Don't just let it stay on the paper.

· Provide decent, enough salary/wage for workers of all fields.

· The government must deliver the foreign assistance to the real poor.

· Educate the people so they have a better knowledge and understanding of the social issues such as corruption.

· Conduct workshops in all areas so that the people can have the opportunity to learn and share their opinions concerning corruption.

· Create institutions to suppress and investigate those who practise corruption and punish them according to the law.

· Create as many job opportunities as possible for the people to have enough salary and avoid ending up being trapped by corruption. 

· Ministers cheat our land and water in order to sell them to a foreign country. Our Cambodian fellows almost find nowhere to live and protect their life, if corrupt ministers work together with the Vietnamese to destroy Cambodian land and make it smaller than theirs. 

· Cheating the innocent people's money. I say like this because, at present, some people are illiterate and want to work at a garment factory, and they will never get any job there unless they have some money to pay bribes.

· The court is not fair and just in handling any lawsuit, because somebody can surely win his/her case if he/she has money to pay the judge.

· One person is punished because he was involved in drug trafficking. This guilty man should be imprisoned. But, because he has money to bribe the judge the court sets him free. This is corruption.

* Elimination of nepotism and bribery

· Give priority to those who have sufficient, clear skills

· Show personal capacity

· Observe the rules of application

· Stop certificate-buying 

· Respect one's roles

· The Royal Government should motivate and support those who have real knowledge, punish those who accept bribes and create internal regulations.

· Strengthen labor law implementation and take care of the consequences of bribery, economic regression and the national downfalls.

· Labor disorder makes neighboring countries look down on us and this can be prevented by appropriate check and balance. 

3. Education and Vocational Training

· The Royal Government should build schools, hospitals, markets, roads, electricity and clean water.

a. Create more vocational and skill training centers, especially in remote rural areas.

b. Provide means of transportation for those who come to study from long distance as much as it (the Government) can.

c. Create job opportunity for them when they complete each course.

d. Give them business opportunity as much as it can.

e. Create more programmes to make them better understand about the advantage of education.

f. The government should provide good teachers for students in the remote areas.

g. The Government should have curricula on health in daily life such as clean water or hygiene in living. 

· The government should find business opportunities for the parents to improve their living standards and encourage their children to school.

· NGOs should scale up more development efforts in the remote areas, for example creating community for the poor.

· The government should find ways to attract foreign investors to do business in remote areas (in order to encourage the people to work hard because they expect more jobs to come.)

· Strengthen the school's rules and regulations (regular and sufficient study hours).

· Create skills for poor students when they are free from class.

· Establish job placement bureau for general citizens.

· Encourage parents to allow all children at school ages to go to school.

* School is very important for all children across the nation. Everybody has the rights to go to school. But, some problems interrupt their studies. So, building school helps them get access to education and benefits the social development. For example:

* Having school in the area 

·  Makes it easy in going to school. 

· Reduces ignorance/illiteracy

· Helps all poor children to go to school

· Develops knowledge in the rural community

· Provide the teachers with jobs to do

· Helps the people understand about the importance of study, health and life, and know what is right and what is wrong

· Save time and money

· Makes the rural community peaceful and happy

· Allows all children to go to school

* Vocational training for the prisoners

 Impacts:

· When those prisoners have no job to do, they can commit robbery/thefts repeatedly, which affect social order and credibility and the economy.

· We will lose tourists and national budget.

· The economy will shrink because no investor comes. The people have no job to do and there is high unemployment rate, which is a loss to the state revenue. 

· The people worry about daily activities such as: traveling, making business and keeping property.

Disadvantage:    

· The Royal Government invests a lot of money, time and energy in this service: expenses on teachers, materials/equipment and other staff.

Advantage:

·  Make the country peaceful and safe

·  The prisoners, who have served their terms, are well equipped with new skills and have real occupations and better living conditions.

· National budget will grow up because the government contributes to human resource development.

· Foreign investors and tourists, who can contribute to our income generation activities

· Job opportunities for the people to earn a living because of investment

· Building trust among investors and tourists because our country has no robbery/thefts 

Suggestions:

· We request that everybody everywhere should welcome the prisoners, who have served their terms and that the former prisoners should be accepted into the workplace like other people. 

· The prisoners should trained in: 

Repair: electronics, cassette players and televisions, electrical skills, for example, electrical cable connection, and air-conditioners

Agriculture: gardening, flowers trimming 

Handicraft: weaving, sculpture

4. Public and private sector

· Pay rise makes the nation prosper, affords to support the family, reduces poverty and enables a corruption-free environment.

· The nation prospers because they work hard, focus attention their work, and feel more motivated. This will help eliminate thefts and stop violence, sexual abuses and rights violation. More and more people become learned and knowledgeable. No more corruption and bribery.

· Support the family: make their family sufficient. They can afford to support the family and address their family needs without any difficulty.

· Reducing poverty: They have good salary, enabling everybody to get jobs to do, learn to find any job that can help their family. They will no longer encounter any shortages. The nation is free from poverty.

· In order to raise salary for them, we need to make more efforts to ask for assistance from the international community and attract more foreign investors to boost our country's investment, so that we can collect taxes from them and money from the visitors coming to see Cambodia.

5. Poverty alleviation

· Because of widespread corruption

· Most people lack education

· Cambodia is a developing country. So many sectors, including education, remain weak.

· Build more schools, particularly in rural areas and pay teachers a decent salary according to their capacity.

· Enhance safety and peace in the country's provinces and municipalities.

· Generate businesses or agricultural sector for poor people, who have no capacity to pick big work.

· Increase human resource further

· Educate some poor people to understand about the education sector.

· Reduce taxes to make it consistent with the people's living conditions.

* Because the people are jobless.

* Because of lack of knowledge and capacity to do any work

* Because of the legacy of war in Pol Pot regime

· Loss of property they had in the past, loss of family (separation) and no peace in the country

· No school for the children to study to get knowledge, schools far away from home and lack of fund to build schools, lack of means of transportation

· No assistance from foreign countries

· No income and no relation with other countries to help the poor in our country

* Children's situation

· No money for the children to go to school

· Parents have no capacity and ability

· Children do not want to study because of family problems

* Ignorance

· Lack of confidence in study because of parents' and gangsters' pressures

· No struggle in life

· Short-sightedness in life, no guidance, lack of understanding of the value of life, no vision for the future and lack of ambitions 

* Economic decline

· Poor rice yields

· Lack of irrigation

· Lack of electricity

· Drug use

· Robbery/theft

· Corruption

· Lack of patriotic spirit  

· Build more schools and provide skill training for the rural poor

· Build hospitals

· Provide loans with low interest rate

· Irrigation for agriculture

· Build roads and bridges

· Value Cambodian farmers' products

· Lower oil price

· Reduce corruption in the region

· Create communities to help the rural poor

· Provide agricultural techniques for the farmers

· Seed loans

· Security

· Create agriculture markets in the rural area

· NGOs should help the children living at the dumpsite to go to school

· NGOs should look for jobs for the people living at the dumpsite

· Eradicate the dumpsite and turn it into a recycling factory

· Give the people living at the dumpsite education on health and basic hygiene

· Create any vocational training schedule for them to have real skills

· Provide them with appropriate shelters/settlements

· Establish water supply system at the dumpsite

· Provide them with electricity with affordable price

· Teach the people how to recycle and be economical

· Increase a broad market for their products

· Build more quality hospitals and health centers that provide free of charge healthcare service and treatment in all provinces and areas

· Ask older people to transfer their good experiences and educate young people to have knowledge.

· Pay great attention to the fate and future of the children and adults, e.g., founding health centers, psychological education centers, vocational training centers appropriate to their ages and experiences

· Build capacity in producing and processing or agricultural sector in our country

· Pay pension to the retired

· Teach the children how to process agricultural products, handicrafts

· Promote and encourage the people to consume local products

· Promote the production and sale of quality and affordable products

· Reduce the use of the smuggled commodities or imported products (not necessary)

· Conduct a study on strengths and weaknesses of both local and imported products in order to develop cost-effective local products to excel or with similar quality to the imported products 

· Encourage the people to save money to develop skills 

· Seek potential foreign investment partners to invest in our country in a sustainable manner

· Form an research team to visit the people at the dumpsite

· The government should find an empty land for those who have no place to live to have a house to live.

· Help the children living at the dumpsite

· Provide them with a place to stay

· Build a school for them

· Give them advice or comments

· Teach them

· Give them emotional support

· Love and regard like our brothers and sisters        

· Give them learning/studying materials

· Educate and lead them to the right path

· Create skills for them

· Find jobs for them

· Tell them to learn to love their jobs

· Tell them to be patient, hard-working and diligent in life (don't be narrow-minded)

· Maintain pure and clean heart. Only then can we get out of poverty.

· Provide them with vocational training centers so that they can have skills and salary, their families are self-confident.

· Provide them with a place to study and get education, learning materials, things they need and money.

· Create more investments and places with modern tools to assist the workers.

· Decent, enough salary

· Respect the Labor Law.

· Emotional supports

* Provide credits to the poor with low interest rate

Impacts

· No appropriate business

· Family economy worse

· Cambodians poorer and poorer

· Experience hunger

· The country in the decline

· Migration (Cambodian people leave for neighboring countries to work)

· Environmental destruction, illegal logging and smuggling and looting of cultural heritage (artifacts) (because the people are extremely poor)

· Anarchy in the country

· The youth and children lose their future and involve in the business that are not recognized by the society.

· The people live in fear (extreme poverty)

Suggestions:

· The government should provide credits for the people with low interest rate appropriate to their living conditions. 

· The government should do outreach to instruct the people about the markets for their businesses.

· The bank should help those poor people (when they borrow money).

· Set a clear target for them to find real jobs.

· Conduct field monitoring to follow up their work.

· Give them spiritual encouragement and hope.

6. Drug use

· We must complain with the police or competent ministry to arrest drug producers, users and dealers like a slogan says, "If we pull out grasses, pull their roots."

· Education and teach drug users how to control their desires for drugs, to alternatively play sports or work in order to restraint the desires for drugs.

· Provide drug users with certain jobs to do. By doing this, they will be able to help themselves and support their families' living conditions, because they become drug users because of poverty or mental problems.

· Explain the people who are living near the dumpsite to understand about its (drug's) consequences and impacts.

· Create an association or a community in order to help them (drug users) because some of them live far away from the dumpsite. So, we should start this project in order to raise their awareness of the addicted drugs.

· Write slogans about the consequence of drug use so that the passers-by from all walks of life can read and avoid involving in it.

· We all are determined that we do not use drugs. It's our mind that decides whether we want to do good or bad things. It's no difference for drug use.

· Helping explain our friends, who are using drugs, means we are doing our best to keep them from approaching or using drugs, especially making them well aware of their impacts.

· Explain them about the negative consequences of drug use

· Send them to education/correction centers

· Stop drug trafficking

· Write slogans about drugs

· Use polite words with the drug users

· Ask them to do some activities such as exercise, tree planting

· Create fun program for them

* In Cambodia today, drug use has very negative and adverse impacts such as: social insecurity, violence and robbery/theft, prostitution, murder and decline in quality education, dismemberment of families, separation between mothers, gathers and children and moral decline. In short, drug use blows up the future of the younger generation and slows down our country's development in all sectors. 

* Solution: conduct outreach education in villages and districts; create a program on the impacts of drug use: showing real pictures and activities about the impacts of drugs on the drug users; showing the people real pictures and adverse impacts of drug use and explaining them about the impacts of drug use or post the pictures of all kinds of drug pills at the public places in villages and districts so that they know and recognize the drugs to protect themselves from being cheated by some mischievous people. For those who already use drugs, we have to find ways to help them reduce or stop it. For example, ask them to play sports and do any activity that leads them to withdraw from drug use and provide them with mental training/education and spiritual support. 

* Solution of the authorities:

We would like to appeal to the government or the country's leader to take actions to prevent any activity that leads the youth into drug use, for example eliminate the sources of drug use such as: brothels, gangsters and drug dealers and close border crossings not to allow the import of drugs into our country.         

7. Violence against children and child's abuse

· Visit the place where violence and abuse of children occurs.

· Explain what we want to say about the child, who suffers from violence.

· Violence affects the child's future and mental and physical development.

· Violence makes the child lose self-confidence and courage.

· Violence retards the child's mental growth, no knowledge

· Violence makes the child walk on the wrong path, which is not recognised by the society.

· Violence against children affects the society as follows: children are bamboo shoots that represent bamboos. If they have no mental development, no knowledge, and no courage and do not express their opinions, the nation will not develop and grow. 

· Prevention of violence against children: build schools for children and parents in remote areas; conduct outreach visits to the place where there is a lack of understanding on this issue.

· Give awards to those who have no violence to motivate them and ask the others to follow.       

* Domestic violence

· Husband and wife fight each other

· Father beats his children

· Because of poverty

· Because the husband has a second wife.

· Parents force daughters into sex service

· Loss of happiness in the family, danger to human's life, children lose the opportunity to study and suffer severe mental pain

· Damages to materials

· Possible imprisonment and family separation

· No warmth and stability in the family, causing social disorder

· No development in the village and in the whole nation

· Provide them with enough skills. Conflicts arise because of shortages in the family.

· Give them different education and appropriate fund

· Each village chief should intervene if there is domestic violence.

· Punish the perpetrators of domestic violence

· Protect the victim children and women

· If there is no violence, the nation will prosper.

* Violence due to drug use

· Children threaten the mother to get money to buy drugs

· Lose control and commit violence

· Take away the others' possessions to buy drugs

· Beat the children to get money

· Create gangsters

* Sexual violence

· Force and sell the children

· Abuse children 

* Threat and rape

· Step-father rapes his wife's daughter

· Force to have sex without consent from the woman

· Rape underage girls

· Rape because of drinking alcohols

→ Methods to eliminate violence

· Establish a community for the elimination of violence

· Eliminate addicted drugs

· Eliminate sexual trafficking

· Eradicate poverty

· Put an end to robbery/theft

· Educate the people with little knowledge about sexual health and drugs

· Raise public awareness/disseminate through textbooks, magazines and TVs, Radios and newspapers and create more education teams to give outreach education to the people.

· Seek international assistance to contribute for the elimination of violence in Cambodia. 

8. Homeless children

* Want them to go to school:

· Provide them with learning materials and financial support 

· Explain them as much as possible

*Provide them with accommodation:

· Build orphanages

· Build schools for them

· Give them assistance 

* Give them warmth, custodianship

· Learn to love them

· Don't say anything that may hurt their feelings

· Give them good advice

* Provide them with human resource

· Bring them to education centers

· Encourage them not to go on the wrong path

· Show them a good time

· Create a center for poor and street children

· Encourage the children to keep up hope

· Monitor the children's living conditions and provide them with food and learning materials

· Build school for the poor children

· We request that the Royal Government contact foreign countries to sponsor the poor and street children

· Don't discriminate against poor children

· Give more love for poor children

· Provide treatment for poor and street children

· Value poor and street children

· Don't abuse the street children

· Don't force the children to do overwork

· Give poor and street children the rights to express their opinions and comments

· Enable the poor and street children to something

· Enable the poor and street children to be self-resilient. 

· Give them knowledge

· Give them jobs

· Eliminate corruption in the country

· Create NGOs

· Give them confidence and warmth

· Develop the nation

* Create schools in order to:

· Give them knowledge, opportunity to help the country and develop themselves.

* Establish vocational training schools in each region:

· They have the needed skills to help themselves and their families, and thus reducing poverty

· Supports such as food, learning materials, money and any materials that they can.

* Child's trafficking 

· All people need to understand about the rights clearly:

· Value all people

· Understand about each right clearly

· Respect the Law on Child's Rights

· Eliminate brothel parlors (prostitution)

· Create vocational centers for them

· Put an end to corruption

· Strict law enforcement

· Eliminate slump areas (squatters) because:

They can hide children, deal in child trafficking and get involved in robbery.

· Increase education for them

· Increase extension of education to the region so they can have specific skills when they finish their studies.

9. Trans-gender rights

* Trans-genders are being stigmatised, marginalised and despised. 

* They are not given the rights to do the work that they like.

* They have no status and image in the society. To cut it short, the society does not recognise them.

* They are physically abused and assaulted. 

Suggestions:

* Establish a center for physical and psychological education for them to learn to become normal, if they can correct.

* Create a legal provision (legislation) for trans-genders in consistence with the tradition and customs of Cambodia or of each country.

* Give them the rights to choose any job they like and have capacity to do.

* Give them a value and status in the society.

* Prosecute or fine those who insult or infringe physical abuses on the trans-genders.

10. Search for missing in actions during K5 period (Pailin)

* We request that the Royal Government disseminate the information about those who went missing through different sources of information such as radios, televisions and newspapers.

* We request the World Bank assist as it can in the search for those who went missing in that area.

* Disclose their personal records to the media

* We request the Royal Government, World Bank and other NGOs to set up their agents in the area where the people went missing to collect information.

* We request the families of those who went missing to provide information for NGOs or the Royal Government to help them search.

* We request the World Bank to create a specific institution in Cambodia to search for those who went missing during the war and to let the people know to make it easy in communication.     

11. Provincial/city and peri-urban infrastructure development

* Build hospitals in each village in order to:

+ Make it easy in treating patients and monitoring people's health

+ Provide immediate treatment when the people have health problems

+ Help poor people who have ability to go to private clinics

* Building schools in far-reaching rural areas in order to:

+ Develop human resource

* Develop roads in order to:

+ Make it easy in traveling (railway, land and water transport)

+ Attract tourists (e.g., Takeo province, Ang Snuol district)

+ Facilitate the business relations with neighbouring countries

* Electricity in the provincial towns and remote rural areas in order to:

+ Make it easy for the people to traffic

+ Reduce robbery/thefts

+ Make it easy for their work

+

* Irrigation system 

+ For the people to use and cultivate rice and other crops

(E.g., Kandal province's Ang Snuol district, Takeo)

* Create industrial factory in each province in order to:

+ Buy agricultural products from the farmers and process into consumer goods

* Build or repair sufficient water and drainage systems in the provinces.

- The flying dusts harm the people's health (during dry season)

- Narrow or small roads

- Slippery roads (during rainy season)

- When the rain comes, the water submerges the roads because the drainage system does not flow fast enough. 

* Problems caused by drainage: the water stays to flood the roads and people's houses, bringing the mud that destroys the road and the environment surrounding the community where they people live and damage the city's beauty.

* Dangerous to the people: when the drainage is not covered after pumping, the kids or adults may accidentally drop into it at night.

* Drainage and traffic jams are caused by the waste and mud inside the drainage that form water blockade. On the other hand, when the city is flooded, water spreads everywhere. This causes traffic jams.

* Outflow of liquid waste from the factory into the river pollutes the water and environment. Fish are poisoned and water is polluted. Polluted water is harmful to the people's health when they use it. 

Suggestions:

- Please build a better drainage system.

- The government should install more water flow networks where there is no drainage system.

- Build or repair the damaged or rotten drainages.

- The government should ask the people who live near the drainage to maintain it.

- The state should recycle the polluted water to use.

- The government should check the drainage on a regular basis.

- The government should expand drainages where it is flooded and much water remains.

- Ask the people not to throw or scatter solid waste at the drainage area or on the roads because it will flow into the drainage when it rains.

- Make them understand about this problem clearly

- The government should create the law on drainage system for the citizens.  

Suggestions:

- Build appropriate garage for big trucks

- Lay out asphalts on the various roads

- Prohibit the trucks with overloads from running on them

* Too many roads:     

- Please put up lampposts to light the roads and areas along the roadsides

- Check the lot system along the roads properly

- Please set up barriers on both sides of the road where accident is likely to occur

- Expand the road to make it easy for transport and traffic, especially provincial roads

- Please pay attention to the traffic lights at the intersections

- Put up waste bins on the public roads to avoid pollution

- Always keep the roads clean  

- 

12. Opportunity for the disabled people

* Establish a specific vocational training center for them.

* Appropriate residence/accommodation for them.

* Create literacy school for them.

* Give value to the products produced by the disabled people.

* Establish NGOs to help the disabled people.

13. Beggars and homeless old people

We would like the Government to pay attention to poor people and beggars in Cambodia.

· Create a community or an institution to help them

· Give them jobs and accommodation

· Provide them with vocational training so that they have enough skills

· The government should provide them with good care and pay strong attention to them, especially in the rural areas.

· Provide them with healthcare and education services

· Emotional support for their daily life

· Salary for old aged people

· Create entertainment program for them

· Disseminate their difficulties to the people from all walks of life to know

14. Environmental system

In rural and urban areas alike, I think that water source is very important in the world. Irrigation system is so scarce. The people are very miserable and poor. Most water system flows everywhere. In the town people, drinking water is ok, but very bad for the rural poor. For example, in Kampong Speu province, in dry season, the lake is dried up, and the people there drink only water from lake, river and pool. They don't boil it before drinking. As a result, they get diarrhea and other water-born diseases. 

I would like the government and NGOs to help build wells or canals to share water with the people, who live far away from the water source for daily use in their family. 

15. Export

· Handicraft products such as Houls, phamuongs, leaf hats, ancient wooden sculptures, clay and stone sculptures, hyacinth-made pillows and other furniture should be exported to international markets

· Export meats such as pork, beef, etc., 

· Export fruits produced by Cambodian farmers, Cambodian palm juice, and Cambodian vinegar?

· Export Cambodian movies 

In return, Cambodia gets benefits:

· Better living conditions

· Economic growth

· Recognition of Cambodian products by foreigners

· Wider Cambodian market's access to foreign markets

· Promotion of Cambodian products

· Enhancement of Cambodian product growth

· Motivated Cambodian farmers and increased productivity

* Agriculture helps eliminate poverty, create more job opportunities for the farmers, preserve Cambodian heritage and promote Cambodian culture. 

* Cambodia is a small country with plentiful agricultural and industrial products. But, it does not have enough ability to create a market in the world.

* We request that Cambodia create a market in the world for its products to compete with other countries and make it widely known.

* The objective is to develop the country and create job opportunities for Cambodians.     

16. Illegal immigrant

We want immigrants to enter Cambodia legally.

Please don't cause anarchy.

Every person coming in and going out should carry accurate passports.

We want a clear separation of borders.

If any immigrant enters Cambodia illegally, the Royal Government should send him/her back to his/her country of origin immediately.

We would like the government to investigate and find illegal immigrants and protect our national security.

Please don't practice corruption on the borders, because if we do not stop corrupt practice, our country will remain a heaven for illegal immigrants.

* Impact:

- Increased population growth

- Chaos in the country

- Lack of general education, houses and hygiene 

- Lack of social order, environmental pollution

- Local people lose jobs, traditions and customs

- These are big problems for the government.

- Increase corruption in the society

- Create conflicts/disputes between local people and those illegal immigrants

- Provoke robbery, violence and increase prostitution

* Solution and suggestions:

- Eliminate corruption in rural area, especially along the borders

- Each person, who crosses the border into any country, must have passport.

- The people, who enter any country, must comply with the law of that country.

- Those who already enter our country illegally must be sent back to their home countries

- The rights of all illegal immigrants must not be violated.

- All immigrants must adapt to the tradition, religion, literature, customs and race of that country.

- Create the immigration law immediately and enforce it in a timely manner.

- All immigration police must respect the legal principles, roles and responsibilities and be loyal to our nation.

- Take the illegal immigrants seriously.

- Express love for those immigrants to show that we care for them and respect their human rights, but we only want them to abide by the rules of our nation.

17. Human Resource development

· Create more schools of all levels (especially in rural areas) with quality education.

· Promote equal access to education between men and women

· Raise salary for teachers and civil servants

· Give priority to excellent students to study abroad to acquire experience and knowledge to develop the country.

· Provide space for students to conduct internships to get work experience

· MoEYS must visit rural areas to encourage the parents to send their children to school.

· Create jobs for the unemployed.

· Eliminate corruption

· Enable and assist female students, who want to continue their studies in the city.

· Give the rights to the disabled persons to study

· Assist the students, who want to look for jobs to do

· Find markets for the local products

· Strengthen agricultural sector

· Ensure students have the opportunity to express their opinions on different issues of the country, including politics.

If everybody discriminates against PLHAs, the society will face difficulties such as:

· Population rate decline (due to discrimination against PLHAs)

· Economic recession

· No trust from foreign countries

· Anarchy in the country

· Loss of freshness

* Prevention of discrimination against and spiritual support for PLHAs

· Instruct and explain about the cause of HIV/AIDS

· Speak about difficulty facing the PLHAs

· Make PLHAs cheerful

· Don't insult or stigmatize PLHAs

· Show love for PLHAs like we love our brothers and sisters

· Create schedule for PLHAs

· PLHAs have the rights to participate and make comments

· Teachers with little or ambiguous knowledge teach at school. The students do not understand or know well.

· The students do not understand about the tools nor do they have practical exercises.

· We would like to request that there be sophisticated tools and laboratories for experiment and that practical exercises be applied many times with clear instructions on how to use, maintain and repair those tools.

· Teachers must accept bribes from dishonest students.

· Give priority to the students who have real outstanding capacity.

· Encourage the illiterate.

· Explain them to go to school.

· Teachers should be specialized in teaching.

· Teachers should show tolerance towards them.

· Teachers should guide those people to get experiences from the highly educated ones.

· Teachers should present awards to those who perform excellently well in class and express exceptional behavior.

· They should have jobs after they graduate.

· Libraries must be available for them to do research.   

* Prevention of youth's extremism

· Strengthen youth's education.

· Prevent the influx of foreign cultures

· Post public notice or create happy programs to create their awareness and knowledge of these extremist ideas.

· Close any program that affects their attitudes (pornographic movies, newspapers, magazines).

· Give bonus or awards to outstanding workers.

· Pay extra money equal to the overtime work done.

· Salary must be paid regularly.

· There must be insurance money.

· Workers unions must be allowed.

· Overtime work and pay: workers want a pay rise for overtime work.

· Protest/strike at the garment factories over insufficient pay.

· Workers should enjoy their leaves and holidays.

· Factory's time management

30. Traffic accident

· Strengthen traffic rules during journey

· Disseminate the traffic rules through different channels such as TVs, newspapers

· Educate the people how drive and understand the traffic rules

· Wear safety hats, safety belts and check vehicles properly before driving

· Fine those who violate the traffic rules and drink-drivers

· Heavy trucks should not overloaded

· Ask the vehicle owners to pay taxes properly

· Tax-drivers should be properly regulated

· Government officials have to be deployed to guard the borders.

* We have so far studied Cambodian history and learned that its neighbors made many attempts to invade and grab Cambodian land. Eventually, these countries managed to steal our land. This loss of land hurts Cambodian children very badly. But, we cannot do anything unload this endless pain. Fortunately, today is a good moment for all Cambodian children because the World Bank gives us an opportunity to express the opinions, comments, raise our concerns and all pains buried in our hearts. Proposal:

· Please help find the Cambodian land that has been lost

· For example, Vietnam is demanding the current Kampuchea Krom land.

· We demand that stolen or looted artifacts be returned.

· We would like all countries in the world to know about this and find justice for Cambodia because this is a true story and everyone knows. 

· Currently, some neighboring countries still want Cambodian land. But, that's not easy. Cambodian children will definitely struggle and work hard to find justice for their homeland.   

32. Youth and Employment

· We request that the government create a job placement community for the youth and poor student, who graduate and have no job to do. 

· Create vocational training centers for the youth

· Find workplaces for the students to take up internships to get experiences

· Create more scholarships for the youth to have the opportunity to study abroad to get knowledge to develop the nation

· Find markets for the products made by the students

· Create more labor markets for the youth

· Strengthen education sector in Cambodia to catch up with develop countries

· Increase dormitories for the students coming from provinces

· Enable the students, who pass upper secondary examination, to study in Phnom Penh with sufficient scholarships

· Develop education in the provinces

· Reduce tuition fees at universities

· Eradicate corruption in schools or universities (charge for extra course or selling examination papers)

33. Sexual and human trafficking

* In Cambodia today, sexual trafficking has significantly increased. This has put the youth and some men at high risks of getting infected with HIV/AIDS. A number of girls have been trafficked into prostitution. So, in order to eliminate this problem, we should:

· Strengthen law enforcement and knowledge of sexuality

· Provide those women with some jobs to do

· Educate them to understand about the tricks of the cunning people

· Find the jobs for the unemployed women

34. Khmer Rouge Trial

Impact:

People are still angry about the loss of siblings, relatives and parents. There were cruel carnages and counter-killings. Those who committed the atrocities are doing the same things and those who were behind those criminals remain at large. It is an outright injustice to the victims. Cambodians cannot receive any compensation for the damages incurred in the war and those atrocities. This clearly shows weaknesses, lack of independence and indifference of the Cambodian and international courts. They cannot set good examples and experiences in solving the problems and conflicts for the younger generation. It also indicates division and disparity among the Cambodian government and international community and disrespect for UN laws. 

Solution:

- Protect witnesses till the trial starts 

- Accelerate the trial for KR

- All from both outside and inside the nation should give supports for the trial as much they can.

- The tribunal must identify who were behind the KR regime, regardless of ranks and eliminate corruption

- Give trust to the witnesses and the defendants to tell the truth to the tribunal

- Give severe punishments to the prime criminals

- Show the importance of this trial

- Find a greater participation from everybody in solving this issue

- The court, judges and witnesses must be independent and faithful to the nation in order to find justice for the victims.

- Collect as much evidence as possible.

- The court must have approaches in place to question the witnesses and the defendants amiably and seriously.     

35. Tonle Sap Lake System and Illegal fishing

· Protect the environment surrounding Tonle Sap Lake.

· Help preserve the flooded forests and the mangroves.

· Please don't flow liquid waste or sewage into Tonle Sap Lake.

· Don't throw or dispose solid waste into Tonle Sap Lake, because it poisons the fish.

· Help the people to protect the environment surrounding Tonle Sap Lake.

· Fishermen should not fish during the season in which fish are laying eggs.

· Fishermen should not use illegal tools to fish.

· Fishermen should farm more fish in order to preserve the species.

· Don't make fishing lots too make or do illegal fishing.

· Don't build houses on the water or toilets near the water gate system.

· Set up an office to monitor and investigate in each area in Tonle Sap Lake.

· The people should not throw waste or urinate or defecate into Tonle Sap Lake or near the water system. 

· Don't carry petrol or other goods on the lake or sea.

· Take measures to prevent the petrol or oil shipments on the water.

· The government should not allow foreigners to fish in our country.

· The government should educate the citizens about the environment and the advantage of Tonle Sap Lake and the sea.  

· There are a lot of illegal fishing activities in the provinces where there are lakes, especially Mekong River and Tonle Sap. As a result, certain fish species is extinct while some others disappear gradually.

· Fishing is operated during the season when fish lay eggs and flooded forests, which are major habitats for fish to lay eggs, have been destroyed. 

· Illegal fishing tools such as flashlight battery, electric shocks and large nets are being used. 

· We request that the World Bank help eliminate illegal fishing activities, especially during the time when fish lay eggs and the use of illegal fishing tools and create more communities to farm more fish species.     

* Development of the flooded areas

· Transform the flooded areas into tourist places

· Explain the people to understand about clean water and sanitation

· Prohibit logging in the flooded forests

· Prohibit fishing during the season when fish lay eggs

· Ban illegal fishing tools

· Form Community Forestry to educate the people living in the flooded areas

· Build schools and hospitals for the people in the flooded areas

· Make it easy for the people living in the flooded areas to travel

· Protect the safety of the people living in the flooded areas

· NGOs should help the people in the flooded areas.

· Provide equal rights and loans/credits for the people living in the flooded areas and allow them to express the opinions concerning different social issues. 

* Fishing lots along Tonle Sap Lake

· Prevent the fish from going upstream. As a result, the people, who live along the tributaries and rivers, cannot catch fish for their food.

· When it comes to fish processing season (make fermented fish and fish paste), the people have no fish to process because the modern fishing lots keep the fish from going upstream.

· Specifically, the fishing lots in Stung Sen River especially block the fish from going upstream and the people living along this river live a miserable and terrible life because they cannot catch fish for their food. Their living conditions are getting worse. 

· We request that the government remove all fishing lots along Tonle Sap Lake's tributaries. In particular, we would like the government to remove the fishing lots in Stung Sen River immediately because they are preventing the fish coming from Tonle Sap Lake from going upstream.     

* Stop building houses on Mekong River and Tonle Sap Lake

· We would like the government to find new settlements for the people, who build houses on Tonle Sap Lake and Mekong River, because if these people continue to live like this, our endangered fish species will come to extinction and our water system will be contaminated and can kill the fish.

· In addition, water quality is spoiled because of human wastes and the leftover of the excessive use of agricultural fertilizers. Another serious problem is the disposal of the solid waste and garbage that pollutes the water. 

· Parts of the River's and lake's water networks have been jammed. The water flows in the wrong course and parts of the river are dried because of the unregulated waste disposal.

· Finally, we request that the government educate the people living along Mekong Rover and Tonle Sap Lake and lay out a water policy, protect Mekong River and study the cause of water pollution and its negative impacts, especially the unregulated waste disposal of those people.       

· The local authorities should pay attention to, monitor and educate the people living along Mekong River and Tonle Sap Lake to use the water properly according to the technical explanation.

· The government should create the people's knowledge and awareness on the importance of the Mekong River and Tonle Sap Lake because they provide a lot of resources to sustain the people in the region. But, we don't have enough capacity in making this request.     

36.  The future of the World and Cambodian Leaders

· We must integrate Cambodia into big international communities. 

· Empower Cambodia to express its opinions to address a certain world problem.

· We want Cambodian leaders to follow the leaders of other countries in the world.

· We would like the world leaders to share good techniques with Cambodia.

· The world leaders should provide Cambodia with human resource to develop and study/research it. 

· Provide sophisticated equipment for Cambodia.

· The world leaders should help Cambodia when a neighboring country invades it.

· The world leaders should share good experiences with Cambodian leaders.

· The world leaders should help poor Cambodian students go to study in developed countries.

· We request the world leaders to help us eliminate corruption in Cambodia.

· We would like the world to recognize Cambodian culture.

· We request the world leaders not to make war with small country.

· We would like the world leaders to give the rights to Cambodian people to travel across the world.

· No war

· Good leaders make good and prosperous country.

· Good leaders know how to lead their countries well, care for the citizens and don't take bribes the powerful, have ample capacity to manage, solve problems for the citizens and find assistance for their countries, be creative and know best how to save their nations. 

· Good leaders create job opportunities for the citizens and allow the people to express their opinions. Whenever the leaders are good, the nation grows well; the country prospers; there is no war; all people enjoy freedoms, have jobs to do and the country is peaceful.

37. Cambodian Culture and ancient temples

* National enhancement

· Whenever our culture and temples are well known the nation is prosperous and famous through what we show them.

* Tourist attraction

· Tourists want to learn about different culture and temples that are famous (Angkor wat temples). So, they always come to visit our country.

* Strengthen law and security  

· Whenever we enforce the law and strong security, those who want to loot artifacts are afraid.

* Viability of Khmer traditions

If we have good culture and ancient temples and if we can protect them well, they will not disappear. 

We must try to look for our ancient ruins that have been buried in the jungle for a long time and seek assistance from other countries to restore them.

Promote our culture in foreign countries that want to know or that we want them to know.

We must preserve and restore our ancient ruins, because our forefathers had encountered great difficulties building the temples and culture for us. So, we must make sure they are not going to disappear.

We need to improve our language skills. We need to learn all languages because if know many foreign languages, it is easy for us to explain the people from those countries about our great culture.

Study our cultural and temple history clearly so that we feel comfortable to describe and explain the tourists about the history of our ancient temples and culture.

· Both boy and girl must respect each other's parents and others.

· We request that the government and NGOs build a health center for maternal and child's care for free of charge. 

· Be economical

· We request the government to eradicate pornographic movies and put a ban on the sale of stimulant pills.

· We request that the government search for and repair ancient ruins.

· We request the government to create a ministry in charge of finding ancient ruins and tourist sites, repair them and develop them into resorts.

· Organize associations to preserve the temples and tourist sites by allowing them to go down to the provinces where there are temples and explain the people living nearby to protect them.

· Deploy security guards to protect the tourist sites.

· The Ministry [of Tourism] must promote the importance of tourist sites and temples among the people at all strata so that the people know about them clearly.

· We request the organizations that have capacity to help bring the Cambodian artifacts back to Cambodia.

· Educate and explain Cambodian people to love, respect and understand the essence of the Cambodian temples and tourist sites.

* Forced marriage and arranged break-up

 + Show the objectives of this issue:

Human beings are born with the same mind and body. What is different is that one person may have different ideas from the other. But, some parents do not understand their children's hearts. They adhere to their mind and make decision alone.

+ The impact of forcing the children to get married

· No happiness in the family (lack of love from both sides)

· Narrow-mindedness because of reluctance to face the dissatisfaction

· Loss of warmth and struggle in life

· Feeling no love from the family

+ The impact of breaking up the children after marriage

· Undermine faithfulness to the children

· Push the children to elope with each other and violate the traditional norms.

· Short-mindedness because of disappointment

· Broken-heart and no struggle for the future because no one else can replace his/her love.

* Measures and Prevention of these problems:

· Explain the parents about the difficulties facing the children as a result of these problems.

· Value faithful love, regardless of rich or poor status

· Parents have to accept whatever the children choose in accordance with the law

· Give children the rights to choose their partners by themselves and there should be a law to punish those parents who force the children to marry and break them after marriage or break the children from their parents.             

38. Eliminate illegal arms trade

· We want the government to eradicate weapons. During journey, we want the government to sep up checkpoints to search for weapons on a regular basis. The civil servants, who carry guns, should leave their weapons safely after working hours.

· If the citizens find weapons anywhere, they must report to the police or the government, for example, cache or illegal gun holders.

· We would like the government to pay great attention to illegal possession of guns.

· All citizens must take any weapon as their personal property, because it can cause danger and violence any time.

· Security should be tightened along the borders or rural areas because most weapons come into Cambodia through border passages without proper check or authorization from any ministry or government authority.

· Security system should be set up at some suspect big enterprises or companies that may store certain socially unacceptable objects such as arms.

· The government must not allow the children from some rich families to own guns as their belongings, because they can cause danger to anyone.         

39. Civil servants of all sectors should pay attention to the citizens  

* In Cambodia, many people suffer from pressures by the civil servants such as:

· Collect taxes from the people

· No security, indifferent towards the people's problems

· Corruption and illegal activities

· Except their relatives, even though they make trouble in the society.

· Some government officials are selfish and don't care about the difficulties facing the people.

· The officials are less interested in the people's situations: police help the thieves because they want money.

· They must not suppress the people.

· They must care and pay attention to the people.

· They must have mercy for the people.

· They should not use their powers to suppress the people.

· They should not rely on the people behind their backs to do anything as they wish.

· Some government officials are powerful and rich. They do everything as they wish. They buy young girls for sex and mistreat them. 

40. Public health

For human beings, health is the main concern among many other issues. Considering this difficulty, our group chose a topic "Improving public health service in Cambodia" for discussion. After discussing for one hour, we came up with the following findings:

* Health is a problem facing Cambodian people at present. In order to improve this service, we need to:

· Build hospitals in all provinces and municipalities with a free of charge service for the poor.

· Encourage volunteer doctors to conduct outreach activities to educate the people living in rural area with appropriate salary.

· Eliminate corruption in all hospitals and regard people's health as a top priority.

· Update the national health education system to make it more advanced for the sake of people's health in years to come.

· Increase health education among general population in the community focusing on reproductive health to create the youth's awareness and knowledge on sexual health.

· Equip all hospitals with sophisticated equipment to make it easy for the doctors to save the patients.

· Ministry of Health should conduct outreach visits on a regular basis along the public roads to check the health of those who live along the public roads, mainly focusing on maternal and child's health.

· Establish NGOs to conduct outreach visits to check with the people living in remote areas, who have no knowledge of health and hygiene.

· Create more fitness clubs so that the people can go to do exercise for their health.

· Build more hospitals in the rural area

· Give high value to the service in Cambodia

· Conduct more outreach health education

· Reduce service charge from the people

· We request the Royal Government to enforce the law on the doctors, who are selfish.

· Empower the people to attend services at the hospitals

· Make the patients happy

· The doctors should pay attention to and treat the patients seriously.

· Give the patients emotional encouragements

· Don't cheat the state property

· Provide a proper place for the patients to stay

· The place where the patients are treated must be comfortable.

· Respect the patients' rights when they sleep.

· Provide the patients with adequate medicine and food.            

· Currently, in Cambodia, especially rural areas, there are a lot of poor people, who cannot afford to pay for transport to Phnom Penh for treatment when a family member falls ill. So, in order to make it easy for them, we should build a lot of hospitals in rural areas because: time-saving for traveling, cost-effective and timely intervention, making it easy for the doctors to check health conditions of the patients (especially pregnancy care) and receive information from the hospital; people build trust in the doctors and understand more about hygiene; medical students have more work to do; reduce mortality rate  

41. Drought in the countryside

* Impacts: 

· Lack of water for use: no rain, no lake or river

· Loss of forests: deforest, don't grow trees and don't preserve the forests

· Loss of habitats: animals and people have no shelter because there is no forest and food.

· The loss of food makes tourist places unattractive; forests lose the natural beauty and the earth cracked.

· The people lose natural resources and the environment.

* Solution:

· The Royal Government should help preserve the forests and plant more trees.

· The Royal Government should protect and keep the existing forests in the country.

· The Royal Government should mete out a server punishment for those who destroy the forests for the timber trade.

· Conduct a study/research to find something that can replace the fuelwood.

· Increase jobs for the poor and give them food support.

· Give incentive to motivate those who help protect the environment and natural resources.

· Reduce environmental destruction and pollution. 

· Preserve tree seedlings and plant more trees

· Dig canals or ponds to get water for use in each village

· Provide the community members with water pumps to use

· Provide credits/loans for the people.
