Åke Grönlund

Åke Grönlund is Professor of Informatics at Örebro University, Örebro (Sweden), also affiliated to dept of Informatics at Umeå University. 

Åke’s research currently has a strong focus on Electronic Government. In this field he has published international books including “Electronic Government – Design, Application and Management” and “Managing Electronic Services”.  Åke’s research covers the coordination of organizations and networks using ICT, including electronic service delivery, organizational redesign, electronic information infrastructures, and ICT-enabled coordination of work.

Åke is chair of the two largest eGovernment researcher communities, one within the US-based Association of Information Systems (sigegov.org) and one within IFIP (International Federation of Information Systems, IFIP WG 8.2 - http://falcon.ifs.uni-linz.ac.at/research/ifip85.html). 

Åke is also Program Chair of the International EGOV conference. Åke has participated in several international eGov projects. Åke is founding faculty and member of the Steering Committee of the EU eGovernment “Network of Excellence” DemoNet and the Swedish research programme DemocrIT on ICT in democratic processes

Graham Walker
Mr. Walker is former Director of the Central Strategy Unit in the UK’s Office of the e-Envoy from 1999 to December 2003. His contribution includes:

· developed and implemented the strategy that has led to pervasive physical access to the internet in the UK 

· had responsibility for developing and delivering on the UK’s market environment, universal access, broadband and e-government targets, and advised Ministers and the e-Envoy on the development and delivery of the UK Government’s successful strategies on broadband, digital inclusion and e-government 

· demonstrated a track record of developing, delivering and communicating successful e-economy policies in partnership with stakeholders across government, industry and the voluntary sector 

· built a large network on contacts in government and across all sectors in the UK and overseas. He has represented the UK Government on e-economy issues in the US, Europe, and at the OECD 

· developed an approach to international e-economy benchmarking that underpinned the world’s first e-summit of G7 e-Envoy equivalents and provided a platform for the Prime Minister to report positively against his target of making the UK the world’s best environment for e-commerce. 

From January 2004, he was a senior member of the Efficiency Team led by Sir Peter Gershon. He was responsible for: 

· Identifying efficiencies in transactional services across the UK public sector 

· Establishing the implementation team that oversees the delivery of €30b of efficiency savings 

He was also Private Secretary to the UK Minister for Employment and Equal Opportunities 

He achieved a MSc [Econ] Social Policy and Planning from the London School of Economics and a First Class Honours Degree in Policy Studies from the University of North London 

David J. Molchany

Mr. Molchany reports as a Deputy County Executive directly to the County Executive and serves as the County’s Chief Information Officer (CIO). He is responsible for the management of all aspects of information and technology needed to support the County Government and its constituents. He directs the efforts of over 1300 employees in the Department of Information Technology (DIT), the Fairfax County Public Library & Archives and the Department of Cable Communications and Consumer Protection. 
Mr. Molchany is responsible for Countywide HIPAA compliance. He also works directly with the Office of Public Affairs and the Fairfax County Economic Development Agency. He is also Executive sponsor for the County-wide Communications Strategy, which won a gold medal in the 2005 MarCom Creative Awards international competition.
Mr. Molchany serves as the Chair of the County’s Strategic Information Technology Committee. He works with the Information Technology Policy Advisory Committee (ITPAC), as well as with the Consumer Protection Commission, Tennant Landlord Commission and the Fairfax County Public Library Board.

Mr. Molchany is responsible for the strategic direction of the County’s award winning e-Government program, which includes the County’s Internet WEB Site, multimedia Kiosks, Integrated Voice Response (IVR) systems, Mobile Access, Access Fairfax Center, Text Based Alerting and Government Cable TV Channel. Fairfax County was ranked first in the Center for Digital Government’s 2005 Digital Counties Survey. The Bertelsmann Foundation of Germany recognized the County’s e-Government program in 2002 as one of the four top pace setters of the 12 top e-Government programs in the world.

Mr. Molchany was recognized in November 2003 as one of Governing Magazine’s Public Officials of the year. He was named one of Federal Computer Week Magazine’s “Federal 100” in February of 2003 and Computerworld Magazine’s 100 Information Technology Leaders in January of 2002. He was recognized on Government Technology Magazine’s 2002 list of “25 - Doers, Dreamers and Drivers of Information Technology” in US Government.  He also was the recipient of Public Technology Incorporated’s 2002 Technology Leadership Award for Large Jurisdictions.  

Mr. Molchany serves on Virginia’s Council on Technology Services (COTS) and the Virginia General Assembly’s Advisory Committee on Integrated Government for its Joint Committee on Science and Technology (JCOTS). 
Mr. Molchany is also a member of the Virginia Association of Local Government Information Technology Executives (VALGITE), the Metropolitan Information Exchange (MIX), the National Association of State Chief Information Officers (NASCIO), the Public Technology Institute (PTI) Telecommunication and Information Task Force, the International City/County Management Association (ICMA), the Washington DC Council of Government’s Metropolitan CIO  Committee (MetroCIO), the Juniata College Information Technology Board, the US General Services Administration’s Intergovernmental Advisory Board (IAB), and represents state and local government on the US Federal CIO Council . Member of the GOV3 Foundation Advisory Board.    

At Fairfax County, Mr. Molchany has also served as the Chief Technology Architect/Assistant Director of DIT and the Director of the Business Systems Division.
