Thanks for the notes. 

Few comments:

1. One HSS window: 
Has (or will) the option also been considered to coordinate resources for HSS, and be managed, through one of the of the 3 agencies "window".
Or is there a fear that the leverage for HSS will decrease if it would be harmonised to "one window" for the three agencies?

Three HSS application processes, even if harmonised, still seem a lot of (unnecessary) transaction costs for country partners though. Especially as PEPFAR, and other global actors, will also move into this area.

Please note that in a number of countries/ level there are already HSS programmes/activities ongoing, mostly through government and often supported by resident bi-laterals. It should be analysed per country if such programmes could be expanded and improved on. 

2. Review and approval at country level of complex HSS proposals will be very much appreciated. 

3. Role WHO: Role of WHO is not really reflected? Should WHO not play an active role as a Technical Support Facility (TSF) providing Technical Assistance directly or quality assure TA/Consultants for both proposal development, negotiations etc. 
And/or (be part of) QA and review of proposals?
