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The main aim of this workshop is to have a broad discussion with a wide range of stakeholders from government and the private sector on how India can leverage its potential to further compete in the global knowledge economy.





In order to initiate the discussion, the World Bank Institute will make a short presentation on the report on India and the Knowledge Economy: Leveraging Strengths and Opportunities.  This report looks at the development of the knowledge economy in India in four inter-related domains: the economic and institutional regime, education, innovation, and information and communication technologies (ICTs), and argues that in order for India to get the maximum benefits from investments in the three functional areas (education, innovation and ICTs), they need to be part of a broader reform agenda.  





This will be followed by three panel discussions:  the first will be on education and innovation, the second on ICTs, followed by another on the broader economic and institutional regime.





Each panel will have a chair (either from the public or private sector) to moderate the discussion, and will include panelists representing both the government and the private sector.





This workshop is designed to foster discussion among different players, and the value of this workshop will be the cross-fertilization of ideas, not just from government, but from both the public and private sector players, including think tanks and academia, on how India can make an effective transition to the knowledge economy.  





The workshop will conclude with a summing of some ideas of concrete initiatives to take forward the knowledge economy agenda in India, and areas where World Bank may be of assistance.
