Proposal 1

Proposal Title: Improving Access-Quality of Animal Health Services Through 

Comprehensive Village Herd Health Management Programs - Maharashtra and 

Gujurat

Organisation : Department of Medicine


The project proposes that the time-tested herd health and productivity management’ approach practiced in the western world can be implemented with suitable modifications.  They have collaborated to develop Herdman, the HHPM software.  They have also validated downstream softwares, such as, Semenperfect, BreedCon, AICen and EpiZo that enables data networking, merging and sharing.  In their scheme, a veterinarian will provide HHPM services to 5000 dairy animals and will be assisted by 8-10 stockman.  They will provide village-level services and transfer periodic animal data to the central computer.   The services will be based on mutually decided service charges, collected by the Milk Union.    

Proposal 4

Proposal Title: Development Of Dew Harvest System As Supplementary Source Of 

Water In Coastal Villages Of Kutch. - Kutch
   

Organisation : Indian Institute of Management  



 

The project throws light on the chronic shortage of drinking water that occurs in most parts of Kutch, and is especially acute in coastal belt. It introduces -dew condensation—that has remained unnoticed.  Their green house roof attracted condensation frequently. Year long measurements showed that condensation occurred over a continuos nine-month  season (September- May)  being absent  only  during the rainy season (June- August). Dew occurred for  103 days in the season. Roof yielded 4.5 litres per night on average, peak being 39 litres.  Installation of  suitably designed system can harvest dew (and rain) in each house and provide a small but critical water security year round.  

Proposal 5

Proposal Title: Use of Larvivorous Fish varieties for Control of Malaria with 

Community Participation - Cuttack, Orissa


Organisation : SADHANA




MALARIA. The name of the disease is enough to bring fear to communities in Orissa. It accounts for most of the disease deaths in the state. Although many agencies are involved in the control of the disease with various means, still the threat remains large. The proposal makes an attempt to formulate new innovative, low-cost means to fight Malaria. The concept of using Larvivorous fish varieties to control the vector population would certainly help in the control of Malaria. As the idea is interesting as well as easy for the community to accept, it would certainly help the people to help themselves fight Malaria. Gambusia & Guppy are fishes varieties, which are larvivorous by nature. 

Proposal 9

Proposal Title: A Ship of Hope in a Valley of Flood - Assam

Organisation : Centre of North East Studies and Policy Research




The project proposes the development of a prototype for a fleet of well-designed, locally-built, low-draft country boats, powered by stronger diesel engines than the traditional irrigation pump sets, equipped with safety equipment (most country boats have little safety equipment), cabins and storerooms, which can primarily move health teams and medical material to reach the distressed and needy at times of flood, instead of being dependent on government, and also be used as a floating cultural and training documentation centre.  

Proposal 11

Proposal Title: Rural e Arogya Project ( ReAP) - Sirsa, Haryana

Organisation : E Health Education




The proposal is an effort to create eHealth network, which will include villages, public and private health care service providers & other related stakeholders, to network the public health care system in order to improve community access to health care, to network information kiosks in the villages to the health care network and to bridge rural urban social-economic divide in sectors of health and social development by us.

Proposal 14

Proposal Title: Assured & Qualitative Rural Healthcare through Community-level 

Marketing of Primary Healthcare Services - Mayurbhuj, Orissa
Organisation : LOKSHAKTI






The proposed project aims at developing a suitable and sustainable primary healthcare infrastructure at the village level owned and controlled by the community, delivering adequate & efficient healthcare in rural areas at an affordable price. The proposed Community Managed Primary Healthcare Unit (CMPHU) will have all the basic infrastructure of a Primary Health Centre including ambulatory facilities, 24 hrs maternity care, medicine store and deliver the service at a user fee which is enough to meet the recurring cost of running of a Primary Health Centre on a sustainable basis

Proposal 16

Proposal Title: Sustainable Biomass Based Model For Rural Electrification - Orissa

Organisation : TERI

This project will focus mainly on the upgradation of the rural areas through biomass gasifier based power generation and on the improvement of the livelihood generation as a part of sustainable development.  The biomass utilization in general and biomass gasification in particular has vast potential and can optimistically support electrical power plants aggregating to a total of 50,000 MW. The coupling of energy production and biomass production programmes is probably one of the few potential schemes with tremendous environmental and social benefits.  

Proposal 17

Proposal Title: Enhance Learning For Sustainable Livelihood And Cultural 

Advancement At The Grassroots Level - Maval, Pune

Organisation : Jankidevi Bajaj Grama Vikas Sanstha

The idea is to provide the rural populace of 33 villages in Andra Maval Valley of Maval Development Block of Pune District a proper system  to pursue lifelong learning goals. The project is also expected to boost entrepreneurship.  It will be in the form of:

(a) two Education and Training Units-ETU (Stationery)

(b) one Education and Extension Unit(EEU) in the selected villages.(Mobile)

(c) An  ETU will also be equipped with skill development for income generation

(d) activities keeping in mind the market and locally available raw materials.

The Units are expected to generate revenue through vocational courses; computer based training; 

Internet, Remedial teaching; Project development; Video conferencing; and broadcasting.

Proposal 19

Proposal Title: Participatory Theatre for Rural Communication & Education - North 

India
Organisation : JAGRAN

The project aims to use participatory pantomime theatre to introspect, dialogue and analyse relevant issues, access and services in the rural community. Theatre would be integral to the project with pre and post theatre discussions with stakeholders of the community and partner NGO to create new content relevant to themselves and on issues relevant all over India. 

Proposal 22

Proposal Title: Eco Enterprises for Sustainable Livelihoods A financing mechanism for ecologically fragile regions - Jasdan Taluka, Gujurat
Organisation : Centre for Environment Education 





The proposal makes an effort to conduct programmes in villages around the Hingolgadh Sanctuary Jasdan taluka, Rajkot district to demonstrate approaches to sustainable development in environmentally fragile rural areas.  In these villages the latent potential of local youth and women has been fostered by establishing village level institutions called Paryavaran Vikas Mandals (PVM) with a membership of 300 significantly engaged in savings and credit. Having been exposed to aspects of education for sustainability, communication and managerial skills through CEE, the PVMs principle espouses credit backed by environmentally and ecologically healthy initiatives and enabling their implementation.  

Proposal 25

Proposal Title: Evolving Agri-Gas from Crop Residues for Rural Energy-Electricity in 

Eco- Friendly Decentralized Mode - Rajasthan
Organisation : Navreet Energy Research & Information (NERI)



This project emphasizes in sourcing consolidations of available agri-forest residues and other loose bio-waste at different seasons and regions, over and above that is used as fodder for cattle and other local uses. The potential value of these wasted residues are recognized and utilized in the respective region itself and not allowed to be burnt or wasted. These residues are transformed by thermo-chemical conversion of biomass into value-based agri-gas by novel system developed by NERI. 

Proposal 26

Proposal Title: Drinking Water Supply To Bhalughara, And Haribeda Through Leakproof And Networking Of Water Bodies - Keonjhar
Organisation : Rural Reconstruction Organisation



The proposal is an effort to make us understand that the main reason why habitats in hilly locations face shortage of water in summer is the seepage of water due to porous bottom soil in water bodies such as ponds and wells. When water levels deplete the concentration of dissolved minerals, sediments and suspended particles increase, leading to higher incidence of diseases in the habitats. They attempt to tackle the problem through wells with height matching the Reservoir level and interlinking them through ceramic or P.V.C. pipes. They also feel that the turbidity can be reduced through filters fitted at inlets to wells and porosity is reduced through a combination of clay and polyethylene sheet lining below the lake. 

Proposal 28

Proposal Title: Adolescent Girls As Promoters Of Basics In Feminine Hygiene, Health 

And Nutrition  - Andhra Pradesh
Organisation : CEDOW






The proposal make an attempt to understand the rural women who continue to suffer severe privations, neglect and abuse in respect of basics in personal hygiene and health, due in part to lack of access to knowledge and proper information support. While adolescent girls therefore become victims of neglect and abuse, rural women remain exposed to avoidable suffering. It makes an attempt to try and provide them with  information and advice on human-sexuality aspects.

Proposal 30

Proposal Title: Replacing Shanty into Permanent House in USD 286 and providing 

economic Stability - Mat Block, Mathura

Organisation : Raseshwar Foundation






The project is to provide self-sustainable solution for these rural people to make their own permanent houses with proper sanitation solutions. This can be achieved by using the low cost new technologies of making Compressed Earth Blocks Interlocking Blocks, MCR tiles, RCC window-door frames and compost toilets etc.  The feature of the project is that it will not only provide awareness of sanitation and good living for rural masses but also enable them with the economic stability to live and develop. The workforce will be those villagers only who wish to change their lives. 

Proposal 32

Proposal Title: Food Basket Credit Line to Fight Hunger in Chronically Drought 

Affected Areas - Telangana, Andhra Pradesh

Organisation : Social Action and Social Development





This project aims to provide rice, wheat, oil and red gram the four basic food commodities, as a revolving credit to self-help groups (SHGs) of white-card holders and below poverty line families. It aims at preventing hunger and starvation deaths amongst the rural poor in chronically drought hit areas, in particular those of Maddur mandal in Mahabubnagar district, Andhra Pradesh, India, which is noted for starvation deaths.

Proposal Title: Improving School Education & Health in Rural Areas using Virtual 

Access) Network (i-SHRAVAN) - West Godavari District, Andhra Pradesh
Organisation : Byrraju Foundation



The proposal aims to addresse the following key issues faced in rural areas which impairs the provision of quality healthcare and education at an affordable price:

· Qualified doctors’ availability and their willingness to travel to villages 
· Good quality teachers’ availability in public schools at village level  

The project idea is to provide a virtual delivery platform for rural education and health.

Proposal 38

Proposal Title: Promotion Of Health And Income Of Rural Women And Adolescents 

By Promoting Sanitary Napkins - Tirunelveli District, Tamil Nadu
Organisation : Arumbugal Trust








The objectives of the proposal are to promote awareness on Reproductive Health and Reproductive Tract Infections, to change the behaviour of women and adolescent girls to use sanitary napkins, to produce quality sanitary napkins by trained rural women and enhance their income, to market them through the existing women self help groups and to identify RTI patients and treat them through medical camps and provide referral facilities.

Proposal 40

Proposal Title: Developing Sensitivity Towards Managing Domestic Water Supply in Rural Areas - Dindigul District, Tamil Nadu
Organisation : Gandhigram Trust





The proposal throws light on how rural people complain of insufficient installations and inadequate water supply, while at the same time they waste a lot of water due to broken installations and leaky taps.  The problem has been a deficiency in participation of the local community, too much top down planning and implementation and too little importance given to the technical, social and financial management of the installations after the implementation. The project highlights the importance of the Panchayat Raj Institution (PRI) that has not been utilized.

Proposal Title: Aajeevika Bureau - South Rajasthan

The project uses education, training and information as tools for transforming the hard reality of migration and labour into an economically positive and dignified opportunity. The project is a first attempt to recognise and address the hardships of labour and migration, which has become a significant reality of tribal life and livelihoods in South Rajasthan. The project will provide support to set up a multi-purpose Education, Resource and Training Facility (Aajeevika Bureau) for migrant labourers of South Rajasthan. 

Proposal 43

Proposal Title: Solar Distillation For Potable Water And Groundwater Quality 

Augmentation Through Rainwater Harvesting In Coastal Areas - Calicut, Northern 

Kerala
Organisation : Planet Kerela

“Water, water everywhere, yet not a drop of water to drink in this coastal area” – the background for this proposal.  The objective is to provide pure drinking water for households located in the coastal region using solar distillation. Simultaneously, augmenting the ground water quality through rain water harvesting to enable groundwater exchange by utilizing traditional water bodies specific to the selected environment with local community participation.
