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Publication Process

Information Technology (IT) Standard Bidding Documents (SBDs) are published electronically to facilitate updates.  The Bank welcomes feedback and comments on these documents from its clients, its staff, and the IT Industry through the IT Procurement Forum at http://www.worldbank.org/itprocurementforum/.  The various existing and planned IT SBDs are described in IT Procurement Guidance Note No. 8, also found at the above web page.

This IT SBD is identified by the abbreviation IS1STG SBD which stands for Information Systems Supply & Installation, Single- (or: One-) Stage.  Its original version (Version 1) - issued as a Trial SBD in February 1999 - had been patterned after the SBD for Supply & Installation of Plant & Equipment, though with substantial adaptations.  It was extensively discussed with bidders, including during a workshop with the IT Industry held at the World Bank in December 1999, and from then onwards continuously with both bidders and users via the IT Procurement Forum.  Over time, the SBD received several updates which were issued in the form of a total of three releases of Trial Version 2.

In its more than three years of trial use, a wealth of practical experience has been gained with this SBD.  It has proven to be appropriate, resilient and successful, and currently is the only SBD that allows to model the requirements of Information Systems when they not only include hardware, but also complex and/or customized software, and sophisticated service components, or when implementation poses logistical challenges, i.e., typically those contracts for the delivery of Information Systems that need more than six months from contract effectiveness to full completion.  Version 3 marked the release of  the SBD for unreserved use. 

This Publication Note for Version 3 lists all changes made since the last Trial Version 2c of October 2001.  It also lists the changes made in updates of version 3 as these updates become available.  Update Version 3a of March 2003 formed the basis for the development of the first official two-stage version of this SBD (IS2STG SBD).  Changes made in developing the two-stage SBD are described in that SBD’s own Publication Note.  For interested readers, the former Publication Note accompanying Trial Versions 1 through 2c, is available upon request.

Version 3 — First Standard Edition, June 2002

Work on this first edition as an SBD for IS1STG (which for reasons of historical continuity is numbered Version 3) focused on three separate areas:

· Technical and editorial changes to allow much faster and uninterrupted printing of the SBD, and an attempt to correct other typos, sub-optimal page breaks, bad formatting, non-standard font sizes, and wrong clause references, and eliminate superfluous blank lines and spaces.

· Required updates to reflect external developments, such as elimination of the transition measures reflecting pre-Euro currencies of the EMU, the passing into history of Y2K (year 2000) with the special warranties which that problem had needed, etc.

· Improvement of clause formulations and of the SBD’s advisory parts for many of the areas that previously had led to sub-optimal design decisions in actual bidding documents (such as the guidance on technical merit evaluation, the treatment of services, or the recurrent cost tables), or had frequently triggered pre-bid clarification questions (such as on Joint Ventures, quotation of taxes, etc.).

	Introduced the possibility to account for Subcontractor qualifications, if so stated in BDS.

	Removed the word “consortium” as it is neither defined nor used at any other place in this SBD.  It is sufficient that the term Joint Venture is listed.  (The term Joint Venture has been capitalized throughout the SBD in order to make its spelling consistent in itself, and also consistent with the capitalization of the word Subcontractor.)

Increased the precision of the language which limits bidders to submitting at most one bid (alone or as Joint Venture partner), and if submitting a bid, allowing appearance as a Subcontractor in other bids only under specific circumstances; clarified that if a firm is not a bidder, there is no restriction for it appearing as Subcontractor in any number of bids.

	14
	Major overhaul of clauses 14.4 to 14.6.  Many of the changes are editorial, e.g., making the use of terminology consistent with other parts of the SBD such as “locally supplied” instead of “domestic,” and simplification of the different pricing elements.

In 14.4, removed the reference to Imported Price Schedule as such a price schedule does not exist in this SBD; separated “inland transportation” as a category applying to Goods supplied from outside as well as locally.

In 14.5, defined the kind of taxes and other levies that bidders do not need to quote in their bid prices.

In 14.6, referred pricing for Recurrent Costs to the method used for Services in ITB 14.5; removed previous distinction into Goods and Services categories (as it is not needed anymore).

	Removed reference to “alternative bids,” because the clause referred to (28.1) does not deal with alternative bids; made clear that the special reference to the permission or not of discounts refers solely to multi-lot (multi-Subsystem, multi-slice) discounts; made explicit that prices and unconditional discounts of lots, slices and Subsystems also get read at the Bid Opening.

Improved the consistency of the terminology used, such as capitalized “Evaluated Bid Score” and replacement of the word “merit” (factors) by the word “quality.”

For further flexibility, provided option for the Purchaser to withdraw the Adjudicator nominated in the BDS if Bidder’s nationality is same (and different from Purchaser’s nationality).

In Form 8.3, several modifications were introduced in the last substantive paragraph.

In Form 8.4, the previous ambiguity has been removed between the “cost for preparing the estimate” (no reimbursement) and the “cost for preparing the change proposal.”

The old Form 8.6 (Pending Change Order) has been deleted as it is not used in this SBD and was a relic from the Plant SBD.




Version 3a — Update Edition, March 2003

This first update of Version 3 of the IS1STG SBD reflects inputs from two main sources for improvements:

· Firstly, Version 3 received a legal review in its entirety.  As far as feasible, suggestions from this review have been incorporated in V3a.  Comments and questions raised by the review were also considered, in many cases leading to changed or added language.

· Secondly, since the IS1STG SBD served as the main template for the development of a two-Stage version of it (being made available for use nearly simultaneously), a number of minor errors were corrected or editorial improvements identified, and were applied to both the single-stage and two-stage versions.

Except for the passages in IFB, ITB, BDS and Bid Form(s) which reflect single versus two-stage bidding, the two SBDs (Single-Stage and Two-Stage) have been kept identical, and will be maintained this way in the future.  Both SBDs are being translated into French and Spanish.  There is a separate Publication Note for the two-stage SBD.
