	Eligible countries are those participating in the PRSP process and eligible to borrow from IDA (including blends).
	

	Grant Ceiling Amount
	US$500,000 over a two-year period. Grants of US$500,000 or more can be requested but require approval from the contributing donors’ headquarters.
	

	Eligible Expenditures
	Hiring of national and international consultants, training of national staff, secondments to relevant institutions, and South-to-South missions.

	Ineligible expenditures
	International study tours and training to developed countries, purchases of vehicles, salaries for civil servants, foreign travel for government officials.
	

	Bank Execution


	The World Bank is prohibited from executing the PRSPTF grant.
	

	Grant Proposal Format and Submission
	Proposal must be drawn up and submitted to in country steering board. All documents must be submitted in English.

	An in-country steering committee must review and approve all funding proposals

	Prepared by the recipient with the assistance of the World Bank Task Team Leader and World Bank Procurement staff
	

	Grant Legal Agreement
	Agreement drafted by World Bank Legal Department and relevant World Bank Headquarters departments.
	

	Grant Agreement Signing and countersignature
	Signed by World Bank Country Director and countersigned by recipient. Grant is activated on countersignature
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
