How can World Bank Assist

My friends have clearly pointed out some of the important problems of youth in Turkey and what we, as the youth,  provide permanent solutions to these problems. I would like to focus on what the World Bank can do to help us realize our projects.

First of all, we firmly believe that the Voice of Youth project should be extended for at least an additional 18 month period. By this way, we can find the opportunity to put our thoughts into action.

In addition, we believe that it is highly important for us to interact with youth from other parts of the world; so that we can share our experiences and knowledge.  In this respect, it is essential to meet with youth from different parts of the world through study visits.  Furthermore, in order to better understand the problems of local youth and in order to form local partnerships, we need to engage in field studies.

Lastly, we would like to create a World Bank Youth Communication Network that will be initiated at a local level and then move onto a national level.  In order to create and institutionalize this network; also keeping in mind the capacity-building of youth present within this network, we need World Bank to support us in funding our projects.
