WBI will support a network of practitioners skilled in partnership approaches to limit bribery and corruption. Specifically the program will:
· facilitate knowledge exchange and network building among practitioners to support PPPs against corruption; 
· skills and capacity building of practitioners to implement anti-corruption PPPs in their countries;
