Background and General Objective

The United Nation Environment Programme (UNEP), in partnership with United Nations Office of Project Services (UNOPS), is implementing the UNEP Programme “Strengthening environmental governance in Iraq through environmental assessment and capacity building”.  The Iraqi host for the program is the new Iraq Ministry of Environment (MOE).

One component of the program is the assessment of contaminated sites and environmental hotspots. Such assessment shall include the sampling and analysis of soil, water, groundwater, waste and redundant chemicals for a range of chemical analyses. 

In the absence of suitable analytical facilities within Iraq, it is proposed to export samples for analysis at a suitable international laboratory.  The samples are expected to be generated and analyzed in several batches from April to December 2005.

The laboratory shall:

Supply sample containers to a central Baghdad location

Transport each batch of samples from a central Baghdad location to their laboratory

Analyze samples for parameters specified by UNEP and MOE

Provide results in electronic and hardcopy formats. Store residual samples for a period of 12 months.

Timing of the activity: The Works shall start at the beginning of April 2005 and are expected to complete by the end of December 2005.
