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To achieve a greater level of transparency in public financial management process, Iraqi financial experts complete a series of workshops with the World Bank and the UK Department for International Development. 

Dr. Aziz Jaafar Hassan, Finance Minister Senior Adviser, stated that the best results for these workshops were in the participation of Iraq experts from the Ministries of Finance and Planning and senior Government officials, as they completed a series of workshops in association with the World bank and the UK  Department for International Development to promote financial management system in Iraq. During those workshops, financial budget and auditing and accounting practices were covered, and it is expected to develop the expenditure and financial management system.  Moreover, the Government of Iraq and the World Bank are planning to consider the outcomes of those workshops in order to reach a genuine vision to develop and reform public financial management systems in Iraq. 

Mr. Andrew Laing, Senior Public Sector Specialist of the World Bank, expressed his admiration in the willingness that he felt from the senior officials to promote the services offered to the people of Iraq, saying, “Mesopotamia which brought forth the first civilizations founded the very first forms of accountings that had been used in this region.”  
It is also worth mentioning that this workshop, which was opened by Mr. Baker Jabr Al Zubaidi in July 2007, tackled the following matters: 1- Public Expenditure and Institutional Assessment, 2- Public Expenditure and Social Accountability Framework, 3- A National Reform Program Prepared and Administer by Iraqis on the Public Financial Management, 4- The Workshop Program on the Public Expenditure and Institutional Assessment. The workshop was attended by representatives from the Ministries of Planning, Education, Integrity Commission, Anti-Corruption Joint Council, the Ministry of Oil, Board of Supreme Audit, Baghdad Municipality and the Ministry of Municipalities and Public Works.
