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Wednesday. So I changed the dates and phone numbers on the test questionnaires to 

correspond with the test environment, procedure and date. 

 

Saturday, February 16, 2008:  Analysed the ―Agriculture Extension Service, Crop & 

Livestock Production Progress Report‖ form, designed by the Min. of Agriculture for the 

Taiwanese Maize project. Prepared comments and questions for the meeting on Monday 

 

Monday, February 18, 2008: Finalized field test procedures, and drop-off envelope. 

Created Field Drop-off / Pick-up Control sheet. Printed questionnaires and prepared for 

field work (transport, procedures, selection of respondents). Suggested to Mr. Simelane to 

read the CSPro Guide-book. The ASU already had version 3.2 guidebook in print form in 

the office. We shall start creating data-capture screens soon. Provided support to Mr. 

Ginindza in the meeting with the Taiwan Database development project with the 

Extension services of the Ministry of Agriculture. We managed to establish collaborative 

attitudes to avoid duplication, fill some existing data gaps and promote dialog. Finalized 

logistical arrangements for field testing. Worked on developing ITF Data Capture forms 

on CSPRO. 

 

Tuesday, February 19, 2008: Field test for 4 different questionnaires to 12 respondents, 

biased sample, as we selected the difficult cases. I trained Mr. Oscar Jele in the process. 

Drop-off, show official CSO ID card, take-down name, address & phone # of respondent, 

answer any questions (mainly about why the data is collected) offer help, choice of being 

there while responding or appointment for pick-up time the next day. We were able to get 

full collaboration. We shall see the results on the next day at pick-up. Some worthy 

comments from respondents, proving that the problem is Respondent relations: He shows 

us a ‗government form‘ already filled-up, that he has been keeping for a month for a 

survey enumerator to pick-up. It turns-out it was from the Ministry of Health. This shows 

how important it is to demonstrate that the CSO is serious in its surveys, to show they 

have a sense of purpose, know why they are collecting the data and provide info to the 

users/respondents. I noticed also many large cattle and dairy farms irrigating ‗permanent 

improved pastures‘. We should take-off the restriction on the ITF questionnaire to 

indicate the area of irrigated improved pasture. 

 

Wednesday, February 20, 2008:  Field test part 2: Phone follow-up to arrange pick-up 

time and answer any questions. Meeting with Forestry staff in Min of Agriculture. Had a 

long and detailed session with Mrs. Futhi Magagula, Forestry Officer at the Min of 

Agriculture. We discussed the needs of the Ministry, obtained a list of data gaps they 

have. They had developed a forestry policy early in this decade following their own 

survey and satellite imagery study (done by a South African company). They have no 

valid information since and would very much appreciate the yearly information the CSO 

could provide via the annual surveys. Some of the variables requested are already on the 

draft questionnaire we had prepared. However some other aspects (such as ‗community 

forests‘ on Swazi Nation Lands) will require specialized surveys (or supplements to the 

Annual Agricultural Survey on these lands). We reviewed in detail the questionnaires on 

Timber plantations and the wood-processing industry. We wanted to reduce respondent 

burden and I tried to see which questions / sections from the three questionnaires we

could drop. We agreed to drop from the ―Census of Timber Plantations‖ questionnaire: 

the ‗area harvested by end product‘, and collapse the end use categories of ‗products 

sold‘, because these are available from the wood-processing industry questionnaire. Mrs. 

Magagula will confirm in writing this agreement after consulting with superiors and 

colleagues. On the other hand Mrs. Magagula wants us to ask a question on the ‗invasive 

species‘ infesting the forests and whether they are being combated. 

I worked on re-drafting the Timber plantation questionnaires based on this user input 

(rev3). Mr. Jele followed-up by phone with respondents to whom we dropped-off 

questionnaires. Most were cooperative and had their questionnaire filled and ready. We 

shall pick-up tomorrow. 

Worked on data capture. Mr. Simelane has finished reading the CSPro 3.2 getting started 

guide. I suggested he does the exercises and then we will create the capture form together 

for ITF. 

Gave some thought to the choices to be made in designing the Data Entry / Data Capture 

system on CSPro, considered application-controlled skipping and ‗Manual Skips‘, given 

that there are many fields that will be left blank by the respondents. Also some of the 

surveys have very few respondents and could be keyed directly by professional staff, 

while the surveys with a large number of respondents will be keyed by a ‗Key-punch 

staff‘. Offered Mr. Ginindza to work with him on development (modification of existing) 

Data Entry forms for CSPro. He assured me again it is very easy for him to do them 

himself and that the staff members eager to be trained can be a bit more patient. 

 

Thursday, February 21, 2008:  We are having problems locating ‗small timber 

plantation‘ operators for our questionnaire test. It seems that a structural change is taking 

place and many of the small operators have been bought-out by the large companies. Will 

keep trying for a while. We finally managed to find three respondents. It is obvious that 

there are more.  

From analyzing ITF questionnaires, I found during this test ‗ITF Farm operators‘ who 

have over 5 hectares of commercial woodlots.  

We picked-up some of the filled test questionnaires, they had no problem and 

respondents were cooperative, but preliminary analysis of the test questionnaires shows 

that some questions were misinterpreted and need reworking. 

 

Friday, February 22, 2008: Completed the analysis of the questionnaires picked-up 

during the test. (see WORD Doc file:―Analysis of 4 tested questionnaires‖). Pursued with 

Mr. Jele the need for further follow-up for questionnaires still in the field and the ones 

with missing or contradictory information. Brought modifications to the 3 of the 4 

questionnaires, based on the analysis of the test results. Met with Messrs. Shabalala, 

Ginindza and Simelane and reviewed in detail and brought modifications to the partial 

report I had presented to them for discussion. We agreed that I would send them an 

electronic copy of my report once I am back in Canada and it is completed. They will 

provide me comments and corrections by email within a week. 

 

Saturday, February 23, 2008: Worked on polishing the draft Mission report based on 

comments provided yesterday by Messrs. Shabalala, Ginindza and Simelane. 
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Sunday, February 24, 2008: Study of Ben Kiregyera‘s report on the Mozambique 

Agricultural Statistics System. 

 

Monday, February 25, 2008: Compiled operational data on the successful follow-up 

effort spent by Ms. Dlamini on the SNA survey of ITF and Timber plantations and 

showed her how to use MS Excel to analyse the figures (see Annex X ) . After 

consultation with Ms. Dlamini and her colleague Mr. Magongo, it turns-out that the only 

complaints about difficulty with the questionnaire stem from respondents who are either 

illiterate or have trouble adding figures. In this case, if they run a business, they are asked 

to send the CSO a copy of their last financial statement. 

I debriefed the experts in charge of data capture and processing of the Census of 

Population and Housing about the workings of the system they are using (CSPro) and 

their degree of satisfaction with it. The problem is that the CSO still does not have an 

operational LAN and all key-entry workstations are operating in isolation. A new LAN is 

expected to be installed in the near future. 

I briefed Mr. Shabalala on the analysis of the ‗follow-up study‘ and we agreed to meet 

tomorrow to review any unanswered questions. 

 

Tuesday, February 26, 2008: Met with Messrs Shabalala, Ginindza and Simelane. 

Reviewed their comments on the early partial draft of my report and discussed future 

steps. I then briefed the Director of CSO, Mrs. Hlophe, in the presence of Messrs. 

Shabalala and Ginindza, on the main results and findings of my Mission. Bid farewell to 

all colleagues.

Background 

With financial support from the Department for International Development (DFID) of the 
United Kingdom, the World Bank is implementing a project to assist 21 Anglophone Africa 
countries to participate in the General Data Dissemination System (GDDS). Participating 
countries are being assisted to participate in the GDDS through two separate, but linked 
projects both financed by DFID. The IMF is providing project management and technical 
support in the area of economic and financial statistics. The World Bank is providing 
technical support in the area of socio-demographic statistics. Both projects run concurrently 
until March 2009.  

Technical Assistance 

Technical assistance is being provided through the World Bank to help countries implement 
plans for improvement in population, health, agriculture, labor market, justice and security, 
management of statistical systems, GIS and small area statistics. The GDDS framework 
developed by the IMF provides the framework for the detailed elaboration of long-term 
statistical development strategies. Participating countries have already expressed their 
requests for technical assistance and both the IMF and the World Bank have developed their 
assistance strategies.  
 
Swaziland was one of the countries which asked for technical assistance in the field of 
Agriculture Statistics.  
 

Terms of Reference 

Background 

Swaziland attended the GDDS 2 Module launch workshop on Agriculture statistics in  
Maputo in March 2007 where they drew up their Country Work Plan regarding the 
delivery of three technical assistance missions covering three country-identified priorities. 
These priorities are part of the Work Plan Structure Doc. The purpose of the work plan 
structure doc. is to act as a living document for the duration of the technical assistance and 
to serve as an information base from which the TOR for every mission can be drawn up. To 
this end, these TOR for the first mission to Swaziland has been drawn up from the work 
plan. These TOR also cover the work that will be carried out during the second and third 
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missions in Swaziland so as to provide a broader context for the work of the consultant and 
permit the possibility to consider these requirements while carrying out the first mission. 
 
The CSO’s general objective regarding the topic is have GDDS assistance in improving the 
design of questionnaires used for different surveys and improving data capture and analysis 
systems.

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Detailed Terms of Reference for GDDS 2 Missions for Agriculture Statistics to 
Swaziland 
 
Introduction 
 
Swaziland has requested assistance from the GDDS project for three projects aimed at 
improving their agriculture statistics.  More specifically they have requested missions to 
provide advice and support in the following areas: 

1. Improving the design of questionnaires used for different surveys 
2. Improving the data capture system for regular agriculture statistics, and 
3. Improving the analysis system for regular agriculture statistics 

 
This work will be divided into two technical missions. 
 
The consultant will be asked to provide assistance to the Swaziland Central Statistical Office 
(CSO) using the following outline as a guide: 
 
The consultant will discuss the following matters and report on that.  
 
Mission 1 Priority 1: Improving the design of questionnaires used for different surveys 
 

1. Identify and confirm all the indicators that the CSO needs to fulfill its mandate 
2. Identify and analyse all agriculture questionnaires currently used by the CSO 
3. For each survey, identify the target populations, sample sizes, and the orientation of 

the sector being surveyed.  Distinctions should be made between estate farms and 
units based on Swazi National Lands as their market orientations will be different. 
Also, agricultural production by households for themselves, family and friends 
(subsistence activities). Is important. This needs special attention.  [Please refer to 
annex 1] 

4. Given that there is high non-response rate among estate farms, a small study should 
be conducted with a handful of non-responding estate farms to understand their 
reasons for non-response and whether a different questionnaire approach would 
encourage them to respond. 

5. Having confirmed the objectives of the surveys and the current approach, model 
questionnaires should be drafted for the different commodities and sectors.  This 
work should draw from the work of FAO and take note of other surveys in the 
region. 

6. The draft model questionnaires should be tested with potential respondents. 
7. Feedback for the tests should be incorporated into the questionnaires to produce a 

new draft. 
8. Review the proposed work plan for missions 2 and?? 3 with a view to determining 

whether this meets their objectives and whether it is feasible to combine the 2 
missions into a single (possibly extended) mission. 

 
Additional considerations: 
  
Upon starting the review of questionnaires, the consultant may find that the surveys may 
need to be examined in more detail.  If this is the case, the steps shown below could be used 
instead of those outlined above. If, based on the preliminary findings, a more in-depth 
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approach is more appropriate; the consultant will discuss the following matters and report 
on them: 
 

1. Identify the list of key agricultural indicators that are needed, and the main users for 
those indicators. This should be discussed with the Swaziland counterparts and the 
main users. 

2. Identify all possible forms of data collection (separate surveys, part of other 
surveys). This would involve the following:  

3. A first step would be to make a list of all possible surveys for the Swaziland 
situation.  

4. Second to make a list of the actual surveys that are presently (last five years) 
conducted. 

5. The actual surveys should be linked to the various possible statistical populations 
that are to be observed and their sources (which units and which kind of listings). 
There is a difference in kind of units, in size and market orientation between units. 
Also important is agricultural production by households for themselves, family and 
friends (subsistence activities). This needs special attention.  
 

6. On sampling: For the larger and largest units (local or central) registers might be 
needed and designed. This option and the structure of a possible register can be 
discussed. If a register does not exist but only a list of units, this list can be reviewed 
on its usefulness. Other sources of sampling may be area sampling or population 
based sampling. The sampling needs special attention. 
 

7. After having identified the actual surveys in the country, their production processes 
could be briefly described on a few pages. 

8. For each existing survey the key questions can be addressed and listed. 
9. After that the most important one questions can be listed, one can look at 

similarities in the various surveys, and can try to address these questions one by 
one. 

10. Annex 2 presents a format that can be used for such a simple review of existing 
surveys.
